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Kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an merupakan salah satu bentuk pembinaan karakter
religius dan penguatan nilai-nilai moderasi beragama sejak usia sekolah. Dalam konteks
pendidikan madrasah, praktik ini tidak hanya bertujuan meningkatkan kecakapan
membaca teks suci, tetapi juga menanamkan sikap keteladanan Qudwah, toleransi, dan
keseimbangan dalam beragama. Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh pentingnya
membangun pribadi Muslim yang moderat dan berkarakter religius melalui pembiasaan
yang konsisten dalam kehidupan sehari-hari, khususnya di lingkungan MTs Miftahul
Huda Ngunut.

Penelitian ini mengkaji pengaruh kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an terhadap
perilaku moderasi beragama Qudwah dan karakter religius siswa. Secara spesifik,
penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menjawab tiga rumusan masalah: (1) Adakah pengaruh
kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an terhadap perilaku moderasi beragama Qudwah di MTs
Miftahul Huda Ngunut? (2) Adakah pengaruh kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an terhadap
karakter religius siswa di MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut? dan (3) Adakah pengaruh
kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an terhadap perilaku moderasi beragama Qudwah dan
karakter religius siswa di MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut?

Penelitian kuantitatif asosiatif ini dilaksanakan di MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut,
Kabupaten Tulungagung, dengan 110 siswa sebagai sampel dari total 152 populasi, yang
dipilih melalui teknik stratified proportional random sampling. Pengumpulan data
dilakukan menggunakan angket (kuesioner) yang telah tervalidasi dan teruji
reliabilitasnya, serta didukung oleh observasi dan dokumentasi. Analisis data
memanfaatkan Statistical Product and Service Solutions (SPSS) versi 25, meliputi uji
asumsi klasik (normalitas) dan uji hipotesis (regresi linier sederhana dan Multivariate
Analysis of Variance (MANOVA)).

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa: (1) kebiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an
memiliki pengaruh positif dan signifikan terhadap perilaku moderasi beragama Qudwah
(R*=0,543; thitung = 11,317 > ttabel = 1,982; signifikansi = 0,000 < 0,05); (2) kebiasaan
membaca Al-Qur’an juga berpengaruh positif dan signifikan terhadap karakter religius
siswa (R*=0,591; thitung = 12,504 > ttabel = 1,982; signifikansi = 0,000 < 0,05); dan (3)
uji MANOVA mengonfirmasi pengaruh signifikan secara simultan terhadap kedua
variabel tersebut (signifikansi = 0,000 < 0,05).

Temuan ini menegaskan bahwa pembiasaan membaca Al-Qur’an berkontribusi
secara signifikan dalam membentuk kepribadian siswa yang religius dan moderat, serta
dapat menjadi strategi efektif dalam internalisasi nilai-nilai Islam dalam pendidikan
karakter.
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ABSTRACT

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The habit of reading the Qur’an is one form of religious character development
and reinforcement of religious moderation values from an early age. In the context of
madrasah education, this practice not only aims to improve students’ proficiency in
reading sacred texts but also instills the attitude of Qudwah (exemplary conduct),
tolerance, and balance in religious practice. This study is motivated by the importance of
building a moderate and religious Muslim personality through consistent habits in daily
life, particularly in the environment of MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut.

This study examines the influence of the habit of reading the Qur’an on students’
Qudwah-based religious moderation behavior and their religious character. Specifically,
it aims to address the following three research questions: (1) Does the habit of reading
the Qur’an influence Qudwah religious moderation behavior at MTs Miftahul Huda
Ngunut?, (2) Does the habit of reading the Qur’an influence the religious character of
students at MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut? and (3) Does the habit of reading the Qur’an
influence both Qudwah religious moderation behavior and religious character of students
at MTs Miftahul Huda Ngunut?

This associative quantitative research was conducted at MTs Miftahul Huda
Ngunut, Tulungagung Regency, involving 110 students selected from a total population
of 152 using a stratified proportional random sampling technique. Data were collected
through a validated and reliable questionnaire, supported by observation and
documentation. Data analysis was conducted using Statistical Product and Service
Solutions (SPSS) version 25, including classical assumption testing (normality) and
hypothesis testing (simple linear regression and Multivariate Analysis of Variance
(MANOVA)).

The results of the study indicate that: (1) the habit of reading the Qur’an has a
positive and significant effect on Qudwah religious moderation behavior (R? = 0.543;
tcount = 11.317 > ttable = 1.982; significance = 0.000 < 0.05); (2) the habit of reading the
Qur’an also has a positive and significant effect on students’ religious character (R? =
0.591; tcount = 12.504 > ttable = 1.982; significance = 0.000 < 0.05); and (3) the
MANOVA test confirms a significant simultaneous influence on both variables
(significance = 0.000 < 0.05).

These findings affirm that the habit of reading the Qur’an significantly contributes
to shaping students into religious and moderate individuals, and can serve as an effective
strategy for internalizing Islamic values in character education.
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
