Masjid memiliki peranan penting dalam kehidupan umat Islam, tidak hanya
sebagai tempat ibadah, tetapi juga sebagai pusat kegiatan sosial, pendidikan, dan
dakwah. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengkaji strategi dakwah yang
diterapkan oleh takmir Masjid Al-Furgon dalam menghidupkan kegiatan
keagamaan melalui program 3M (Masjid Makan-Makan).

Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif dengan pendekatan studi
kasus. Data yang diperolen dengan teknik wawancara, observasi, dan
dokumentasi. Data dari hasil penelitian dikumpulkan dan dianalisis dengan
teknik analisis data yang meliputi pengumpulan data, reduksi data, penyajian
data, dan penarikan kesimpulan.

Hasil penilitian menunjukkan bahwa (1) Program 3M terbukti efektif
menarik minat masyarakat untuk datang ke masjid. Selain itu, takmir juga
memanfaatkan media sosial untuk menyebarkan informasi kegiatan masjid dan
menjalin komunikasi dengan jamaah hingga donatur. Untuk sumber dana yang
diperlukan program ini berasal dari infak jamaah, baik berupa uang maupun
makanan (2) Namun, program ini juga menghadapi beberapa tantangan, seperti
jumlah infak yang tidak stabil, tim media yang perlu meningkatkan kemampuan
membuat konten, semangat takmir yang kadang naik turun, serta keterbatasan
tenaga relawan saat melaksanakan program 3M di masjid. Meskipun begitu,
program ini tetap memberikan dampak positif dalam menghidupkan kegiatan
keagamaan masjid dan mempererat hubungan antar jamaah hingga menjadi
sarana dakwah dengan tujuan mengundang masyarakat untuk memakmurkan
masjid.

Mosques play a vital role in the lives of Muslims—not only as places of
worship but also as centers for social, educational, and da'wah activities. This
study aims to explore the da‘'wah strategies implemented by the management of
Al-Furgon Mosque, located in Surondakan Village, Trenggalek Regency, in
revitalizing religious activities through the 3M (Masjid Makan-Makan) program.

This research adopts a qualitative approach with a case study method. Data
were collected through interviews, observation, and documentation. The
collected data were then analyzed using data analysis techniques that include
data collection, data reduction, data presentation, and drawing conclusions.

The results of the study indicate that: (1) The 3M Program has proven
effective in attracting community interest in attending the mosque. Additionally,
the mosque management utilizes social media to disseminate information about
mosque activities and maintain communication with congregants and donors.
The promotion of mosque activities is conducted through two main channels:
directly (by distributing invitations) and online (via flyers shared on social
media). The program's funding primarily comes from congregational donations,
both in the form of money and food. (2) However, the program also faces several
challenges, such as inconsistent donation amounts, the media team’s need to
improve content creation skills, fluctuating enthusiasm among the mosque
committee, and a shortage of volunteers during program implementation.
Despite these challenges, the program has had a positive impact on revitalizing
mosque religious activities and strengthening bonds among congregants,
ultimately serving as a means of da'wah to encourage the community to enliven
the mosque.
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
