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Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan penerapan model
pembelajaran Project Based Learning (PjBL), dampaknya terhadap motivasi
belajar siswa, serta hambatan yang dihadapi dalam proses penerapannya pada mata
pelajaran Pendidikan Agama Islam (PAI) di SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar. Latar belakang
penelitian ini adalah rendahnya motivasi belajar siswa yang disebabkan oleh
metode pembelajaran yang kurang bervariasi dan minimnya keterlibatan aktif siswa
dalam proses belajar mengajar.

Fokus penelitian ini meliputi: (1) bagaimana penerapan model Project
Based Learning untuk meningkatkan motivasi belajar siswa pada mata pelajaran
PAI di SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar (2) Bagaimana dampak penerapan model Project
Based Learning untuk meningkatkan motivasi belajar siswa pada mata pelajaran
PAI di SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar (3) Bagaimana hambatan penerpan model Project
Based Learning untuk meningkatkan motivasi belajar siswa pada mata pelajaran
PAI di SMPN3 Srengat Blitar.

Penelitian in1i menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif dengan jenis penelitian
studi kasus. Teknik pengumpulan data dilakukan melalui observasi, wawancara
mendalam, dan dokumentasi. Subjek penelitian meliputi guru PAI dan siswa kelas
VIII di SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa penerapan model PjBL mampu
meningkatkan motivasi belajar siswa, karena siswa terlibat secara aktif dalam
perencanaan, pelaksanaan, hingga evaluasi proyek pembelajaran. Dampak positif
yang dirasakan antara lain meningkatnya rasa tanggung jawab, kreativitas, dan
kerjasama antar siswa. Namun, dalam penerapannya terdapat hambatan seperti
keterbatasan waktu, fasilitas pendukung, dan kemampuan guru dalam mengelola
kelas berbasis proyek.
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This study aims to describe the implementation of Project Based Learning
(PjBL) learning model, its impact on students’ learning motivation, and the
obstacles faced in the process of implementing it in Islamic Religious Education
(PAI) subject at SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar. The background of this study is the low
learning motivation of students caused by the less varied learning methods and the
minimal active involvement of students in the teaching and learning process.

The focus of this research includes: (1) how to apply the Project Based
Learning model to increase student learning motivation in Islamic Religious
Education subjects at SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar (2) What is the impact of applying the
Project Based Learning model to increase student learning motivation in Islamic
Religious Education subjects at SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar (3) What are the obstacles
to applying the Project Based Learning model to increase student learning
motivation in Islamic Religious Education subjects at SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar.

This study uses a qualitative approach with a case study research type. Data
collection techniques are carried out through observation, in-depth interviews, and
documentation. The subjects of the study included Islamic Religious Education
teachers and grade VIII students at SMPN 3 Srengat Blitar.

The results of the study showed that the implementation of the PjJBL model
was able to increase students' learning motivation, because students were actively
involved in planning, implementing, and evaluating learning projects. The positive
impacts felt included an increased sense of responsibility, creativity, and
cooperation between students. However, in its implementation there were obstacles
such as limited time, supporting facilities, and teachers' ability to manage project-
based classes.
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
