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Consumptive behaviour merupakan kecenderungan individu membeli
barang secara berlebihan tanpa mempertimbangkan kebutuhan nyata. Mahasiswa
sebagai generasi digital sangat rentan terhadap perilaku ini, khususnya dalam
belanja online. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui hubungan antara
konformitas peer group dengan consumptive behaviour berbelanja online pada
mahasiswa UIN Sayyid Ali Rahmatullah Tulungagung. Jumlah partisipan dalam
penelitian ini sebanyak 394 mahasiswa dengan menggunakan teknik Purposive
Sampling. Kriteria responden pada penelitian ini yakni Mahasiswa aktif UIN Satu
Tulungagung yang pernah menggunakan platform E-commerce Teknik
pengumpulan data dalam penelitian ini dilakukan secara online dengan
menggunakan kuisioner melalui google form dengan menggunakan skala likert.
Analisis data dalam penelitian ini menggunakan analisis korelasi product moment
person dengan bantuan SPSS 16 Version. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan nilai
Sig. (2-tailed) 0,000 < 0,05 maka dapat dinyatakan terdapat hubungan yang
signifikan antara Konformitas dan Perilaku Consumptive. Koefisien yang didapat
sebesar 0,537 menunjukkan bahwa nilai korelasi sedang, hal tersebut dilihat dari
nilai koefisien korelasi masuk pada interval 0,40-0,599 sesuai pedoman derajat
korelasi. Sehingga disimpulkan bahwa Ho ditolak dan Ha diterima, maka dapat
dinyatakan terdapat hubungan antara Konformitas peer group dengan Consumptive
behaviour berbelanja online yang positif searah sehingga dapat dibuktikan bahwa
semakin tinggi Konformitas pada mahasiswa maka semakin kuat consumptive
behaviour mahasiswa dalam kegiatan berbelanja online tersebut.

Consumptive behavior is the tendency of individuals to buy goods
excessively without considering real needs. Students as a digital generation are very
susceptible to this behavior, especially in online shopping. This study aims to
determine the relationship between peer group conformity and online shopping
consumptive behavior in students of UIN Sayyid Ali Rahmatullah Tulungagung.
The number of participants in this study was 394 students using the Purposive
Sampling technique. The respondent criteria in this study were active students of
UIN Satu Tulungagung who had used the E-Commerce platform. The data
collection technique in this study was carried out online using a questionnaire via
google form using a Likert scale. Data analysis in this study used product moment
person correlation analysis with the help of SPSS 16 Version. The results of this
study show a Sig. (2-tailed) value of 0.000 <0.05, so it can be stated that there is a
significant relationship between Conformity and Consumptive Behavior. The
coefficient obtained is 0.537 indicating that the correlation value is moderate, it can
be seen from the correlation coefficient value entering the interval of 0.40-0.599
according to the correlation degree guidelines. So it is concluded that Ho is rejected
and Ha is accepted, then it can be stated that there is a relationship between peer
group conformity and online shopping consumptive behavior which is positive in
one direction so that it can be proven that the higher the conformity in students, the
stronger the student's consumptive behavior in online shopping activities.
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
