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Penelitian ini dilatar belakangi oleh peranan penting bank dalam
perekomian di Indonesia. Faktor utama penggerak perekonomian dalam
sistem keuangan di Indonesia adalah perbankan. Adanya sistem dual
banking sytem yang diterapkan di Indonesia saat ini merupakan suatu hal
yang perlu disyukuri bagi umat muslim di Indonesia. Dalam lembaga
perbankan terdapat manajemen risiko yang digunakan  untuk mengelola
risiko  perbankan. Manajemen risiko merupakan pendekatan untuk
mengelola suatu ketidakpastian di  masa depan dengan melakukan
pengelolaan sumber daya. Pengambilan risiko atau risk taking dilakukan
secara sengaja oleh lembaga perbankan dikarenakan adanya potensi
keuntungan yang dapat diperoleh dari risiko tertentu yang dihadapi.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menguji pengaruh risiko likuiditas
terhadap risk taking pada Bank Umum Syariah dan Bank Umum
Konvensional di Indonesia pada periode tahun 2019-2023. Dalam
menguji  pengaruh risiko likuiditas terhadap risk taking, terdapat dua
variabel kontrol yang dimasukkan. Kedua variabel kontrol tersebut adalah
Biaya Operasional Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) dan Size Bank.

Metode penelitian yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah
kuantitatif, sumber data yang digunakan adalah data sekunder dari laporan
keuangan tahunan bank umum  syariah  maupun bank uumum
konvensional yang memenuhi Kkriteria penelitian yaitu diperoleh 7 sampel
bank umum syariah dan 7 sampel bank umm konvensional. Metode
analisis yang digunakan adalah regresi linier berganda.

Hasil  penelitian ini  menunjukkan  risiko likuiditas  tidak
berpengaruh terhadap risk taking pada Bank Umum Syariah. Ketika
kedua variabel kontrol dimasukkan, pengaruh risiko likuiditas, BOPO dan
Size terhadap risk taking secara simultan menunjukkan pengaruh yang
signifikan. ~ Pada Bank  Umum  Konvensional, hasil  penelitian
menunjukkan risiko likuiditas berpengaruh negatif terhadap risk taking.
Memasukkan variabel kontrol dalam penelitian menunjukkan Secara
simultan risiko likuiditas, BOPO dan Size berpengaruh signifikan
terhadap risk taking.

ABSTRACT

Commercial Banks and Conventional Commercial Banks in Indonesia with
Operating Costs, Operating Income (BOPO) and Size as Control Variables (2019-

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This research is motivated by the important role of banks in the economy
in Indonesia. The main factor driving the economy in the financial system in
Indonesia is banking. The existence of a dual banking system currently
implemented in Indonesia is something that Muslims in Indonesia should be
grateful for. In banking institutions there is risk management that is used to
manage banking risks. Risk management is an approach to managing uncertainty
in the future by managing resources. Risk taking is done intentionally by banking
institutions because of the potential benefits that can be obtained from certain
risks faced.

This study aims to examine the effect of liquidity risk on risk taking at
Islamic Commercial Banks and Conventional Commercial Banks in Indonesia in
the period 2019-2023. In testing the effect of liquidity risk on risk taking, there are
two control variables included. The two control variables are Operating Costs
Operating Income (BOPO) and Bank Size.

The research method used in this study is quantitative, the data sources
used are secondary data from the annual financial reports of Islamic commercial
banks and conventional commercial banks that meet the research criteria, namely
7 samples of Islamic commercial banks and 7 samples of conventional
commercial banks. The analysis method used is multiple linear regression.

The results of this study indicate that liquidity risk has no effect on risk

taking at Islamic Commercial Banks. When both control variables are entered, the
effect of liquidity risk, BOPO and Size on risk taking simultaneously shows a
significant effect. In Conventional Commercial Banks, the results of the study
show that liquidity risk has a negative effect on risk taking. Including control
variables in the study shows that simultaneously liquidity risk, BOPO and Size
have a significant effect on risk taking.
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
