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Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh adanya fluktuasi pertumbuhan laba pada
perusahaan sektor perbankan. Perusahaan sektor perbankan memiliki keterkaitan
erat dengan perekonomian suatu negara, stabilitas dan pertumbuhan Ilaba
perusahaan perbakan menjadi indikator penting dalam menilai kesehatan sistem
keuangan. Pertumbuhan laba tidak hanya mencerminkan efisiensi dan kinerja
keuangan perusahaan, tetapi juga dapat menjadi sinyal bagi investor dalam menilai
kinerja dan prospek perusahaan di masa depan.

Tujuan penelitian ini adalah (1) untuk mengetahui pengaruh Loan to
Deposit Ratio (LDR) terhadap pertumbuhan laba (2) untuk mengetahui pengaruh
Return on Asset (ROA) terhadap pertumbuhan laba (3) untuk mengetahui pengaruh
Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) terhadap pertumbuhan laba (4) untuk mengetahui
pengaruh Biaya Operasional terhadap Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) terhadap
pertumbuhan laba (5) untuk mengetahui pengaruh Loan to Deposit Ratio (LDR),
Return on Asset (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), Biaya Operasional
terhadap Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) terhadap pertumbuhan laba.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode pendekatan kuantitatif dengan jenis
asosiatif. Sampel penelitian dipilih dengan menggunakan purposive sampling
dengan menggunakan sumber data sekunder yang diperoleh dari laporan keuangan
perusahaan yang telah dipublikasi. Data dianalisis menggunakan regresi data panel
dengan bantuan software Eviews 12.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa secara parsial (1) Loan to Deposit
Ratio (LDR) tidak berpengaruh signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan laba, (2) Return
on Asset (ROA) tidak berpengaruh signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan laba, dan (3)
Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) tidak berpengaruh signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan
laba, (4) Biaya Operasional terhadap Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) berpengaruh
negatif signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan laba. Secara simultan variabel Loan to
Deposit Ratio (LDR), Return on Asset (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR),
Biaya Operasional terhadap Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) berpengaruh
signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan laba.
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ABSTRACT

The thesis with the title "The Effect of Financial Ratios on Profit Growth in Banking
Sector Companies Listed on the IDX30 in 2020-2024" was written by Fatma
Rachma Wati, NIM. 126406213180, with supervisor Yoyok Setiawan, M.M.
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This research is motivated by fluctuations in profit growth in companies in
the banking sector. Banking sector companies are closely related to a country's
economy, the stability and profit growth of banking companies are important
indicators in assessing the health of the financial system. Profit growth not only
reflects a company's financial efficiency and performance, but it can also be a signal
for investors in assessing the company's future performance and prospects.

The objectives of this study are (1) to determine the effect of Loan to
Deposit Ratio (LDR) on profit growth (2) to determine the effect of Return on Asset
(ROA) on profit growth (3) to determine the effect of Capital Adequacy Ratio
(CAR) on profit growth (4) to determine the effect of Operating Costs on Operating
Income (BOPO) on profit growth (5) to determine the effect of Loan to Deposit
Ratio (LDR), Return on Asset (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), Operating
Costs to Operating Income (BOPO) to profit growth. This study uses a quantitative
approach method with an associative type.

The research sample was selected using purposive sampling using
secondary data sources obtained from published company financial statements. The
data was analyzed using panel data regression with the help of the Eviews 12
software.

The results of the study show that partially (1) the Loan to Deposit Ratio
(LDR) does not have a significant effect on profit growth, (2) Return on Asset
(ROA) does not have a significant effect on profit growth, and (3) Capital Adequacy
Ratio (CAR) does not have a significant effect on profit growth, (4) Operating Cost
to Operating Income (BOPO) has a significant negative effect on profit growth.
Simultaneously, the variables Loan to Deposit Ratio (LDR), Return on Asset
(ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), Operating Costs to Operating Income
(BOPO) have a significant effect on profit growth.
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
