ABSTRAK

Pemahaman Kognitif Bacaan pada Siswa Kelas 1 di SDIT Al-Asror Kedungwaru

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Pemahaman bacaan siswa kelas 1 SD masih menjadi permasalahan yang perlu
diperhatikan, karena media pembelajaran yang digunakan kurang bervariasi dan
belum sepenuhnya menyesuaikan dengan karakteristik perkembangan anak usia
dini. Kurangnya ketertarikan siswa dan kesulitan dalam memahami isi teks
menunjukkan pentingnya pengembangan media pembelajaran yang mampu
menarik perhatian, mudah dipahami, dan sesuai dengan kemampuan kognitif
mereka. Salah satu media yang dapat menjadi solusi atas permasalahan tersebut
adalah Big Book, yang dirancang khusus untuk mendukung pembelajaran membaca
secara visual dan menyenangkan.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk: (1) Mendeskripsikan proses pengembangan
media Big Book untuk meningkatkan pemahaman kognitif siswa kelas 1 SDIT Al-
Asror Kedungwaru Tulungagung; (2) Mengetahui keefektifan media berdasarkan
hasil uji coba pembelajaran melalui pretest posttest; dan (3) Mengetahui tingkat
keterbacaan media berdasarkan observasi dan validasi ahli bahasa.

Metode yang digunakan adalah penelitian dan pengembangan (R&D)
dengan pendekatan model ADDIE. Pada tahap analisis, dilakukan observasi dan
wawancara di kelas 1 untuk mengetahui kebutuhan dan hambatan pembelajaran.
Tahap desain difokuskan pada penyusunan cerita bergambar bertema kebersihan
lingkungan yang dikemas dalam bahasa sederhana dan ilustrasi menarik. Pada tahap
pengembangan, media disusun menggunakan aplikasi Canva, kemudian divalidasi
oleh ahli media dan ahli bahasa. Tahap implementasi dilakukan melalui uji coba
terbatas (6 siswa) dan uji coba luas (22 siswa) dengan pretest dan posttest. Evaluasi
dilakukan secara formatif dan sumatif untuk menilai efektivitas media.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa: (1) Proses pengembangan media Big
Book dimulai dari analisis kebutuhan melalui observasi dan wawancara,
perancangan isi cerita dan ilustrasi sesuai karakteristik siswa kelas 1,
pengembangan media menggunakan aplikasi Canva, serta validasi oleh ahli media
dan ahli bahasa hingga media dinyatakan layak. (2) Media Big Book terbukti efektif
dalam meningkatkan pemahaman bacaan siswa. Hal ini ditunjukkan dari nilai rata-
rata pretest sebesar 74,54 dan mengalami kenaikan menjadi 93,63 pada nilai
posttest. Berdasarkan hasil tersebut, diperoleh rata-rata persentase peningkatan
pemahaman bacaan siswa sebesar 51,85%. (3) Tingkat keterbacaan media tergolong
sangat baik, ditunjukkan melalui validasi ahli bahasa dan hasil observasi selama
pembelajaran, yang memperlihatkan siswa mampu membaca dengan lancar,
memahami isi cerita, serta tertarik pada tampilan media.
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Reading comprehension among first grade students in elementary school
remains a concern, particularly because the instructional media used tends to be
monotonous and not fully adapted to the developmental characteristics of early
childhood. The lack of student interest and difficulties in understanding the content
of texts indicate the need for innovative learning media that are engaging, easy to
understand, and aligned with their cognitive development. One alternative media
that can be a solution to this issue is the Big Book, which is specifically designed to
support reading instruction in a visual and enjoyable way.

This study aims to: (1) Describe the development process of Big Book media
to improve cognitive comprehension in grade 1 students at SDIT Al-Asror
Kedungwaru Tulungagung; (2) Determine the effectiveness of the media based on
the results of learning trials through pretest and posttest; and (3) Identify the
readability level of the media based on classroom observation and expert validation.

The method used in this study is Research and Development (R&D) with
the ADDIE development model approach. In the analysis stage, observations and
interviews were conducted in the grade 1 class to identify learning needs and
obstacles. The design stage focused on developing an illustrated story themed
around environmental cleanliness, presented in simple language and with attractive
illustrations. In the development stage, the media was created using the Canva
application, then validated by media and language experts. The implementation
stage was carried out through small-scale trials (6 students) and large-scale trials
(22 students), with pretest and posttest. The evaluation stage was conducted both
formatively and summatively to assess the effectiveness of the media.

The results of the study show that: (1) The development process of the Big
Book media began with needs analysis through observation and interviews,
followed by designing content and illustrations suited to the characteristics of grade
1 students, developing the media using Canva, and validating it through media and
language experts until it was deemed suitable; (2) The Big Book media has proven
to be effective in improving students' reading comprehension. This is shown by the
average pretest score of 74.54, which increased to 93.63 in the posttest. Based on
these results, the average percentage increase in students’ reading comprehension
was 51.85%. (3) The readability of the media was categorized as very good, based
on expert validation and classroom observation, which showed that students were
able to read fluently, understand the story content, and were attracted to the media’s
visual presentation.
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
