CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION
This introduction present and discusses the background of the study, the statement of the problems, the purpose of the study, hypothesis, the significance of the study, scope of the study, definition of key terms and organization of the research 
A. Background of the Study
In recent year, English as a foreign language has been learned by Indonesian students since they were in Elementary School. At the elementary school, English is taught as local content subject. The importance of English as the key to the international communication and commerce makes it compulsory subject for students from the Junior High School up to the Senior High School.
English vocabulary is one of the elements in teaching English at the elementary school. Vocabulary is the basic competence that must be reached by students in order to get other competencies like reading, writing, listening, and speaking. It is difficult to master the other competences without mastering and understanding the vocabulary. Rivers in Nunan (1991: 117) argues that the acquisition of an adequate vocabulary is essential for successful second language use because without an extensive vocabulary, we will be unable to use the structures and functions we may have learned for comprehensible communication. In the field of education, including English education in Indonesia, our education is still dominated by the view that knowledge is a set of facts which have to be memorized. Teaching learning process focuses on teacher as prominent source of knowledge. As a result, students have problems to understand academic concepts as what they usually get is something abstract. Many students can memorize teaching material but in the end of teaching learning process they actually do not understand it at all. Actually memorization of teaching materials for a short time in their memory and knowledge is not sets of facts which have to be memorized.
Students as the learning subject are the starting point in teaching and learning which measure the success of the teaching learning process. Teaching and learning can be successful when the students can directly feel the advantages of learning materials by experiencing and learning it. There are many other factors supporting teaching and learning process, such as the using of appropriate media, learning materials which support teaching learning process, class management, and teacher's ability and creativity in developing and managing learning process optimally.
When the teaching and learning process takes place, problems would appear to the teacher. They have problems of how to teach them in order to gain satisfying result. The teacher should prepare and find out the appropriate techniques which are implemented to the students. A good teacher should prepare himself or herself with various and up-to-date techniques and mastering the material in order to be understood by students, and make children interested and happy in teaching and learning process in the classroom.
The teachers should concern that teaching vocabulary is something new and different from student's native languages. They have to take into account that teaching English for young learners is different from adults. The teachers have to know the characteristics of young learners. The teachers need to prepare good techniques and a suitable material in order to gain the target of language teaching to the children.
Based on the pre-observation done by the writer in the fourth grade of MI MIFTAHUL HUDA DAWUNG, teaching English as a foreign language in Indonesian elementary school faces many serious challenges. The problems are the students find it difficult to spell, understand the meaning and pronounce English words.
Some factors can cause these problems, like: the way English words are written differ from the way the words are pronounced, the rare use of the English language, the lack of understanding of the teacher about who the children are, there is no media used in teaching and learning process; and the method used is not suitable for the students.
An appropriate method for teaching English for children is very important because appropriate method determines the result of teaching vocabulary, that is, improving student's vocabulary mastery. There are many methods that are appropriate in teaching English such as task based learning, experiential learning, Contextual Teaching and Learning, etc.
In this case, the good choice method which is use to increase student vocabulary is inquiry. Inquiry is one of CTL approach those are: constructivism, inquiry, questioning, learning community, modeling, reflection and authentic assessment. Inquiry is doing the inquiry activity to get the competence which are they want in every subject. Roestiyah (2001: 20) said that inquiry method is a translating from the discovery that a mental process where the student be able to assimilate a concept and a principle. The mean is mental process those are: investigating, understanding, making hypothesis, explaining, making conclusion etc. in that mental process itself and the teacher just to be a guide and give an instruction. 
The latest study related with the use of inquiry method in speaking program was done by Ulfa Wahidatul Laili (2012) where she used that method to improve the speaking ability of the second year students of MTs SUNAN AMPEL Ringinrejo. Based on the research finding, inquiry method as teaching method is surely shows the real effectiveness, because by using the method students feel comfortable at class VIII in MTs SUNAN AMPEL Ringinrejo Kediri. They are easy to conduct interaction, conversation, become active in speaking. They feel confidence. So, their oral skill is better.   
Based on the problem, the writer try to use one of method in teaching and learning that is inquiry method. In this method the student is able to be more active in solving the problem and to find the answer from it. In other hand the teacher as a guide or give the way how to solve the problem for the student.
Considering the importance of implementing a method in teaching English, the writer decides to carry out a research on “Improving Vocabulary achievement Using Inquiry Method at the Fourth Grade students of MI MIFTAHUL HUDA”.
B. Research Problems
Based on the background of the study, the problem of the study can be formulated as follows:
1. How is the process of applying inquiry method for the fourth grade students in MI MIFTAHUL HUDA?
2. How can inquiry method improve students’ vocabulary in MI MIFTAHUL HUDA?
C. Purpose of The study 
This study is intended to reach the following purposes:
1. To know the process of applying inquiry method in MI MIFTAHUL HUDA.
2. To know whether students’vocabulary improves in using inquiry method in teaching and learning process in MI MIFTAHUL HUDA. 
E. Significance of Study 
The results of this research are expected to be beneficial for following people:

1. For the writer
The results of the study are expected to be contributed for vocabulary teaching and learning process for the writer in the future. 
2. For the English teacher
Hopefully the results of the research can provide information to the English teacher to increase the fourth grade student’s vocabulary achievement by using inquiry strategy at MI MIFTAHUL HUDA Dawung in the future.
3. For the student, 
It can help students to memorize the vocabulary achievement easily and try to cooperate with their friends or personally. 
F. Scope and Limitation of the Study
This study is conducted to the fourth grade students of MI MIFTAHUL HUDA taking English subject. In this course, they are expected to be able to achieve their vocabulary. This study focuses only on vocabulary using inquiry method. This method can increase student ability in memorizing the word by getting new experience, so the students are able to find a solution in getting the answer. 
G. Definition of Key Terms
Some terms need to avoid misunderstanding, it would necessary limitation of the topic is the component of “inquiry method” to improve students vocabulary at fourth grade MI MIFTAHUL HUDA DAWUNG. 
1. Inquiry method 
Inquiry method is one of contextual and teaching approach. That is meant the students look for and find out new word by them. In this teaching and learning process the teacher give material not in the final form but students get opportunity to look and find the answer by them. 
In this method the student more study by themselves, develop the creativity in solving the problem. The teacher role is just as a guide in the teaching and learning process. The teacher gives the material/problem that must be solved by the students. 
2. Vocabulary achievement 
Achievement is something achieved or done successfully with effort or skill. In this research, the student’s score of vocabulary posttest indicate the student’s vocabulary achievement. 
G. Organization of the Research
In order the reader understands the main point of this thesis as good as writer wants, it will be divided into:
Chapter I	: it includes the background of study, statement of study, purpose of study, and significance of study scope of the study, operational definition of key terms and organization of the research. 
Chapter II	: it discusses the characteristic of young learners, vocabulary and the important of vocabulary in language teaching, the stages in teaching vocabulary and inquiry method and previous study.

Chapter V	: it presents the conclusion of the research and suggestion. 
CHAPTER II
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURES
This chapter presents the review of the literature. It covers some major section. They are characteristic of young learner, vocabulary, and the important of vocabulary in language teaching, the stages in teaching vocabulary and inquiry method and previous study.
A. Characteristic of young learners. 
Elementary school students, especially for the fourth grade students are about 10 – 11 years old. We call them young learners. Young learners have their own characteristics which are different from adult. According to scoot (1992: 2-3) the characteristic of young learners mentioned as follows: they ask questions all the time, they like to play, they rely on the spoken word as well as the physical world to convey and understand meaning, they are able to make some decisions about their own learning, they have definite views about what they like and don’t like doing classroom and begin to question the teacher’s decision and they are able to work with others and learn from others. 
Beside the characteristics mentioned by Scoot and Ytreberg, there are also some other characteristic of young learners based on Fisher and Terry (1997: 35) point of view, they are: first, Young are beginners who learn through mistakes and trial and error in a learning process. Second, young learners are able to understand what is being said to them even before they do not understand the individual words. Third, young learners have an amazing ability to absorb language through playing and other activities that they find enjoyable. 
Those characteristics mentioned above should be noticed by the teacher to find out the appropriate technique to make the teaching situation interesting and run smoothly and effectively as well.  
B. Vocabulary 
Vocabulary is central to language and of critical importance to the typical language learner (Zimmerman in Coady and Huckin, 1997: 5). It means that vocabulary is completely important part to be expert in learning certain language including English. This is because in order to understand and communicate effectively, someone is demanded to have knowledge of vocabulary. 
In line with this idea, Hatch and Brown (1995: 1) define the term of vocabulary as a list or set of words for a particular language or a list or set of word that individual speakers of language might use. In other word, vocabulary is the amount of words in certain language that is used by the individual. Whereas, achievement refers to any desirable learning that occurs (Travers in kusuma, 2008: 9). In this point of views, it is concerned with knowledge or skill that is expected to be gained. Additionally, Hornby (1995:3) affirms that achievement is something achieved or done successfully with effort or skill. In short, it can be concluded that vocabulary achievement is the collection of words that is successfully gained or achieved with effort of learning by the students. In this research, the student’s vocabulary achievement is measured by vocabulary test that includes nouns, verbs, and adjectives, and it is indicated by the test score. 
In this case Richard and Renandya (2002:255) state that “vocabulary is the core component of language proficiency and provides much of the basis for how well learners speak, listen, read and write. 
Without an extensive vocabulary and strategies for acquiring new vocabulary, learners often achieve less than their potential and may be discouraged from making use of language learning opportunities around them. 
Vocabulary is needed for expressing meaning used in the receptive language skills (listening and reading) and the productive language skill (speaking and writing).
1. Kinds of vocabulary 
According to Hammer (1991: 109) in the language test, there are two kinds of vocabularies, active vocabulary and passive vocabulary. To make clear the writer explains both of them as follows: 
a. Active vocabulary
The active vocabulary means stock of word that a person actually uses in his own speech or writing. It is used in oral or written expression by the students. 
b. Passive vocabulary 
The passive vocabulary means the words that the students recognize and understand them they occur in a context or student need someone to say something that helps them recall the word meaning. The student usually finds passive vocabulary in listening or reading materials. They will find the meanings of word when the real the words in a text and will know the meaning of the unknown word on the text.
2. Kinds of vocabulary in the text based on I.S.P NATION(2001:11-16 ):
a. High frequency words
In the example text, these words are not marked at all and include function words: in, for, the, of, a, etc. the high-frequency words also include many content words: government, forests, production, adaption, represent, and boundary. The classic list of high-frequency word is Michael west’s (1953a) A GENERAL SERVICE LIST OF ENGLISH WORDS which contains around 2,000 word families. Almost 80 % of the running words in the text are high-frequency words.  
b. Academic words
The text is from an academic textbook and contains many words that are common in different kinds of academic texts: policy, phase, adjusted, sustained. Typically these words make up about 9 % of the running words in the text. 
c. Technical word
The text contains some words that are very closely related to the topic and subject area of the text. These words include indigenous, regeneration, pod carp, beech, rimu (New Zealand tree) and timber. These words are reasonably common in this topic area but not so common elsewhere.
d. Low-frequency word 
This group includes words like zoned, pioneering, and perpetuity, aired and pastoral. They make up over 5 % of the words in an academic text. There are thousands of them in the language, by far the biggest group of words. They include all the words that are not high-frequency words, not academic words and not technical words for other subject areas, proper nouns, words that almost got into the high- frequency list and words that we rarely meet in our use language. 
C. The Importance of Vocabulary In Language Teaching 
Vocabulary is an important role of teaching program in language lesson. Cross (1991: 5) states that the major aim of most teaching program is to help the students to gain large vocabulary of useful words. In teaching process, first of all, the teacher has to introduce new words and ask the students to practice them, making clear the meaning and the ways in which each can be used. With more vocabulary the learners will easy to comprehend the content of such book.
In teaching reading, vocabulary is the main factor the learners have a stated by Richard and Long in Kusuma (2008: 8), ‘English source language / English foreign language student who plant to read anything or substance in English thus needs to acquire as large as vocabulary as possible’. Moreover, Nation (1990: 2) proposes some reasons why vocabulary is taught: 1) because of the considerable research about vocabulary, it informs that vocabulary directed toward useful words can give the learners practice in useful skill. 2) Because the teacher faced with the learners who have small vocabulary. The learners wish to go on to academic study a few months and time to get new vocabulary and 3) because the learners and researcher know vocabulary is very important things in learning language. The learners feel that many of their difficulties in both receptive and productive language result from an inadequate vocabulary. 
D. The Stages In Teaching Vocabulary
	 In general, there are three stages in teaching vocabulary explained by expert (Nation and Newton, in Coady and Huckin , 1997:240; Gairns and Redman, and 1998: 73 ; Woodward, 1997 : 96) that are: Presentation, Practice and Revising or recycling.
1. Presentation 
The vocabulary items that are available on the course book should be presented first by the teacher. In this case, the teacher is responsible for the way vocabulary is presented in the classroom. There are many ways in presenting the words. It can be by translating them, thought visual, verbal, and others. The words also can be presented separately as a lexical set of related words or as part of reading or speaking lesson (Bohakova, 2007:34). The fastest presentation does not equal the best one for the learner. Thornbury (2002:178-233) reminds that the words become more easily memorable when presented in an original way, which compensates for the longer time spent on its elicitation presentation to include some check of the learner’s understanding, either in the form of eliciting more example, personalization of new items, asking concept questions or asking for translation. In this research, the vocabularies were presented to the students visually by using inquiry method.  
2. Practice
Practice is the second stage of both vocabulary teaching and learning, and only through practice new words can be ‘integrated into existing knowledge. Presenting a word in the classroom well does not secure that it will be remembered. The function of practice is to enable the newly encountered words to move from short-term into long-term and permanent memory of learners. They need enough opportunities to practice using the vocabulary in order to integrate the new knowledge into their mental lexicon, the network of learner’s existing word association’s knowledge. When a learner is able to recall a word repeatedly, we say that the word has become part of his working memory. In other words, it is important that the new lexis needs to be encountered several times in order to acquired and stored in learner’s memory. In this research, inquiry strategy was used to practice them new vocabularies. 
3. Revision 
According to Thornbury (2002: 199), revision is a process of reviewing previously studied materials which help learners to acquire vocabulary for active and productive purposes. Recycling is another term used for revision. Language learning is largely memory task. Moreover, Thornbury (2002: 129) explain that learning vocabulary demands the ability to store and retrieve enormous amounts of memorized information. Thornbury distinguishes between three types of memory: Short term store (STS), Working memory and Long term memory (LTM).
Short term store according to Tornbury is an echo (2002: 129) or the brain’s capacity to hold a limited number of item (2002:23) for several seconds only. Working memory as Thornbury understand is a kind of work bench, where information is first placed, studied, and moved about before being filled away for later retrieval (2002: 23). In vocabulary learning, it is vital to help the memory to move lexical items from the working memory into the long term memory has enormous capacity and durability, and store vocabulary rather permanently if it is frequently retrieved.
E. Criteria of Choosing Method 
1. Nature of Inquiry Method
The best reason why using inquiry method is the students get good understanding about vocabulary and interest in English subject if they participate finding new word by themselves. Investigation is done by the students is the concept of inquiry method. It focuses to find new vocabulary and increase student’s critical thinking. 
Trianto (2007:135) the meaning of inquiry is a question and observation. Inquiry is some process which is done by human to find or understand the information. There are some activities in inquiry 1) student’s participate maximally in teaching and learning process 2) the activity must be logic and systematic in purpose of teaching 3) develop student’s confident about what they find in inquiry process.   
Inquiry method is one of contextual and teaching approach. That is meant that the students look for and find out by themselves. In this teaching and learning process the teacher give material not in the final form but students get opportunity to look and find the answer by them. Alwy susiati (2009:101) inquiry method is one of teaching strategy which is focus on student achievement to think and creative (students learn to look for and find out by them).
Sagala (2007:196) in this method, the students more study by themselves, developing their creativity in solving the problem. Teacher role in this method is to guide and to be facilitator for the students. Teacher duty is choose the problem which is needed to explain for students that must be solve by them. Beside that the teacher gives source of material for the students. 
Roestiyah (2001:77) The advantages of using inquiry method they are:1) It can develop self-concept for student to create a good idea, 2) It helps the student remind in the process of new situation, 3)To push the students to think intuitive, 4) to push the students to arrange the hypothesis by him, 5) it gives satisfied in the character of intrinsic, 6) It makes teaching process more meaningful, 7)It can improve the ability of students,8) It gives students free to study alone, 9) The students are able to ignore the traditional ways to study, 10) it give time to the students so they can assimilate and accommodate the information. 
To create the condition of inquiry teaching process, the teacher couldn’t give the information and the students as receiver although they need it. The teacher roles creating inquiry condition they are: as motivator giving students stimulus it can make them active and spirit to think, as facilitator the teacher shows the ways to solve the problem, the teacher tries to make the students to be aware any mistakes, as administrator the teacher has responsibility in all activity in the class, as guider the teacher leads students thinking activity to get the purpose of teaching which is hoped by the teacher, as manager the teacher arranges the sources of material, time and class organization, the teacher gives reward for student, to increase spirit heuristic of student.
Some point is needed in teaching process using inquiry, they are: 1) students autonomy, 2) freedom and support for the students, 3) opened attitude, 4) confident and aware they, 5) self-concept, 6) inquiry experience.
In teaching process students need time to use their brain to think and to understand the concept, Principe and technique to solve the problem. Roestiyah (2008 : 77-79) To develop inquiry method it can do some activities such as: 1) Guiding laboratory activity, 2) modification of inquiry method, 3) freedom of inquiry, 4) the role of inquiry method, 5) inviting into inquiry method, 6) puzzle, 7) syntactic lesson, 8) clearly of values. From those items, the researcher tries to explain each item:
First, the teacher prepares the clue as well as possible to the student and most of teaching planning is made by teacher, where students do research to make decision of the concept or principle which is decided by a teacher.
Second, the teacher just investigates the problem; prepare the material which is needed to solve the problem in group or personal. Supporting the students to get the answer is just give the question, probably be able to think and find the ways.
Third, after learn and understand how to solve the problem and get enough knowledge about certain subject and do ‘inquiry modification’ then student already to do inquiry activity. Teacher invites the students to participate in ‘freedom inquiry’ activity from the students are able to identification and formulate some problem that will be learned.
Fourth, students participate in solving problem process the ways similar with expert does, giving some problem with the question is prepared before. Invite them to do some activities such as planning an experiment, formulating hypothesis etc.
Fifth, involve the students learning process in group consist of 4 members. Each of them gets different duty such as Tim coordinator, technique advisor, data recorder, value. Collaborate to solve the problem related with the topic that will be learned.
Sixth, there is one of the techniques to develop motivation and attention of the students in small/big discussion group.  Model or real situation is able to use increase ways in thinking and students creativity. 
Seventh, this method is to stimuli the talent, for example science and literature, more explain that emotion, effective, and irrational components is more important than rational components. Basically, syntactic is focus on students participating to make a variety of figurative form in opening their intelligence and develop creativity. It is able be done because figurative help to free mental structural union in facing the problem then create a creative ideas.
Eight, need to show the benefit of the method with value of attitude develop students self-concept.  Using inquiry method students need better cognitive duty.
According to komalasari (2010 : 73-74), learning the methods of inquiry have 5 common components are as following:
a. Question 
Learning usually begins with an opening question that provokes curiosity or admiration students and the students will be a phenomenon. Students are given the opportunity to ask questions, which are intended as guidance to the core question to be solved by them. Furthermore, teacher delivers the core questions or problem to be solved by the students.

b. Students engagement 
In the method of inquiry, the active involvement of students as a must, while the teachers’ role as a passive facilitator. The students do not plan to write answer the question in the field, but prosecuted involved in creating a product that shows a students’ understanding to the concepts which are being studied or in conducting an investigation. However, students’ engagements involved in creating a product being learn by the students. 
c. Cooperative interaction 
Students are required to communicate, work in pairs or in group, and discuss various ideas. In this case the students are not currently competing. The answer of the problem that posed by the teacher can be in any form and probably all the answer are correct.
d. Performance evaluation 
In answering the problem, students usually are asked to make a product that can describe the knowledge about the problem being solved. The form of this product could be in presentation slide, graphic, poster, essay, and other. Through these product the teacher doing evaluation. 
e. Variety of resources 
The students can use a variety of learning resources for example, text book, website, television, video, poster, interview with the expert and other. 
The method of inquiry can be done well requires the following conditions based on Roestiyah (2008; 79) they are:


1) flexible condition, free to interact
Teacher should always try to make conditions more attractive in the learning activities. Develop information and communication technologies are rapidly teacher can present the material or the learning materials by utilizing all available technologies. Particularly in the use of methods of inquiry here the students are required to develop his thinking to think critically in solving a problem.
2) Responsive the  environment condition
A good teacher always responses to what they want from their students. Departing from the role of guidance counselor and director of students learning activities, then such a way that teacher should be able to serve the needs of students in terms of getting the information sought.
3) Condition that make it easier to focus
Full concentration is needed in the process of inquiry learning, because students are faced in a variety of concepts in solving a problem. The teacher’s role is to provide the circumstances as comfortable as possible, so the students can learn optimally.
4) Condition free from the pressure.
Learning activities that started from the beginning of the student’s interest abilities of the influence of learning activities to achieve a student, that students actually given freedom in choosing the ways or techniques un their learning, but still linear in the provision of these topic freedoms. Thus, the students are able to explore the knowledge and understanding they have.
The students are delivering the work to classmates or others people to get the input, the students can give the question and answer with a friend, after the students do the question and answer to a friend, they can paste or collect picture, charts, text, naps, and the like class wall, bulletin board, the school magazine, given to the teacher, and so forth.
To sum up, from fourth of method to improve inquiry method, all conditions are best to motivation the students in teaching learning process. 
Trianto (2007; 136) said that, to create inquiry teaching process, teacher role is more important. Not only give the information and the students as receiver but also in creating inquiry condition they are: as motivator, giving stimulate for the students to be active and passion in thinking. As a facilitator, the teacher have to shows some ways if any difficulties in thinking process. As inquirer is to make aware students from the mistake and believe them. As administrator is get responsible all of activity in the class. As director, lead the current of students thinking activity related with the purpose. As manager, execute sources material, time, and class organizations. As rewarded, give a reward to develop students heuristic. 
	Some is needed to stimuli in teaching process using inquiry they are: students autonomy, freedom and support to them, opened thinking, confident and awareness, self-concept, and inquiry experience.  
Circle of inquiry method those are: Observation, questioning, hypothesis, data gathering and conclusion. If it is seen in the picture or draft of inquiry method based on Nurhadi those are:

Some steps in inquiry activity: 1) statement of problem, 2) doing observation, 3) analyzing and showing the result in writing, picture, draft from or other, 4) and showing the result to the reader, classmate, teacher and audience etc. 
2. Kinds of Inquiry Method 
According to Kinsvatter et.al (1996: 260-263), the kinds of inquiry they are: 
a. Guided inquiry 
The extent of the teacher’s involvements during the implementation of inquiry is the primary deference’s between the guided and open forms. As the teacher become more involved, more structure is provided, and this result in less freedom for students to take initiative and direction for their own learning experiences. During guided inquiry the teacher provides the data and the students are questioned to help them inductively arrive at an answer, conclusion, generalization, or solution Douglas (2000; 260). In this case, the teacher being actively involved is more a director of student’s learning and thinking than a facilitator. The guided inquiry form of the method is especially appropriate as a way to introduce the inquiry process to students. The structure serves as security as they venture into a new area involving different kinds of thinking. 

b. Open inquiry 
Students’ freedom to initiate and think is expanded in open inquiry. In essence, they assume more responsibility for their own learning and as the result, lesson their dependence on the teacher. The inquiry process remains the same with the focus on inductive thinking as students propose solutions, gather data, and draw conclusions Douglas (2000: 260). So, students questioning becomes more important during open inquiry because they ask questions and research for the answer. Teacher questions generally guide structured inquiry. The teacher’s role is to facilitate by assisting students within the phases of the process. Although, the teacher usually commences open inquiry with a problem related to what is being responsibility for data collection and generalizing. This is an essential component in open inquiry. 
c. Individualized inquiry investigation
The individualized inquiry investigation method involves identifying able and interested students who will benefit from engaging independent study. This interpretation of the inquiry method most closely approximates the format of the open inquiry form because of the freedom given to the students. The issue or problem devised should naturally relate to the unit currently under study and most importantly, have personal meaning for the students. Douglas (2000: 262). Therefore, the teacher needs to assist the students to reflect on tentative explanations or solutions to the problem to guide the inquiry. It is important for the teacher to be supportive and nonjudgmental to encourage intellectual freedom. After assistance from the teacher, and perhaps the librarian or media specialist, in identifying key sources, the student should be left alone to pursue the inquiry. 

d. Inquiry method phases
The phases of the inquiry method basically have their roots in the steps of reflective thinking and reported in many other current references. Although, there is flexibility, the sequences of phase is considered  more important than in the other methods presented in this chapter because inquiry is designed to teach an investigative process as well as content. Douglas (2000: 265). So, inquiry method phases are a flexible method because it has some steps of reflective thinking. It should consider the importance of investigating process of inquiry method.
3. Previous Study 
Some studies are done by students of STAIN TULUNGAGUNG in vocabulary and inquiry method. One of them is what has been done by Fiki Rizki Izzati (2012) using game in teaching vocabulary. In this study, the students were required to work in groups or all of them do together. From the result, the students’ had significant improvement on their vocabulary achievement. 
Other study on implementation of inquiry method was done by Ulfa Wahidatul Laili (2012) dealing with the use of project of work to improve the speaking ability of the second year students of MTs SUNAN AMPEL Ringinrejo Kediri. In this study, the students were invited to the inquiry activity they are: statement of problem, doing observation, analyzing and showing the result making argument in the class for classmate, teacher and audience etc. Based on the research finding, inquiry method as teaching method is surely shows the real effectiveness, because by using the method students feel comfortable at class VIII in MTs SUNAN AMPEL Ringinrejo Kediri. They are easy to conduct interaction, conversation, become active in speaking. They feel confidence. So, their oral skill is better.   

CHAPTER III
METHODOLOGY
This chapter discusses the description of the method employed in the study. The description covers research design, setting and the subjects of the study and the procedure of the study, which consists of preliminary study, planning, implementing, observing and reflecting stages. 
A. Research Design 
In this research is classroom action research (CAR). It must be done by four actions those are planning, acting, observing and reflecting. 
Classroom action research is how the teachers can organize the condition in applying teaching and learning from the teachers and learn from their experience. They can use an argument in applying their teaching and learning process and know the effect from it.
The purpose of doing classroom action research is to produce an innovative instructional strategy that can solve problems in teaching and learning. Beside that is to increase the result of teaching in the class where the teacher follows in research started from planning, acting, observing and reflecting. 
Based on design from Kemmis and Taggart (as cited Koshy, 2005: 4) that research activity in CAR (classroom action research) happen in the form of some circle they are: planning, acting, observation and reflecting. In order to get the initial data before action was done, a preliminary study was done. The above description is shown in figure 3.1.


B. Setting and the Subject of the Study
The research was conducted at MI MIFTAHUL HUDA DAWUNG. The subjects of the study were the fourth grade, it consists of 42 students they are 21 male and 21 female. The fourth grade was used as the subject of the study because this class had difficulty in remembering vocabulary. Besides, inquiry method had never been used in this class.  
C. The Procedures of the Study 
 (
Preliminary study
The students did not get used to gather sufficient information vocabulary. Therefore, they got problem to remember new word and to arrange word into right answer. 
) (
Planning 
The lesson plans by applying inquiry method were designed and the criteria of success as well as some instruments were prepared. 
)The steps following Kemmis and Taggart’s (as quoted by Khosy, 2005: 4) model of action research which consists of planning, acting, observing, and reflecting stages. However, a preliminary study was done to identify the problems in the class.

D. Preliminary Observation (Reconnaissance) 
Preliminary study was done during the year of December 2012 and it was found that the most students had the problems in English class especially vocabulary. They got difficulty in finding new word and remembering it because that is second language which is learned by the students and never heard before. Based on the result of preliminary study, it was conclude that the most important problem that needs to be solved first is the students’ must feel confident and enjoy in English class so they can learn and study more focus and in under good mood felling someone or students are easier to remembering new word not in under pressure. 
E. Planning 
In the planning stage, the researcher has to do some planning activities to solve the problem in the classroom. For this, she did some preparations, including designing the lesson plan for English class especially for vocabulary and preparing the criteria of success as well as research instrument. 
1. Socializing the Research Program 
In December 28th 2012socialization the research was done by researcher meet a headmaster of the MI MIFTAHUL HUDA the purpose is to get permission. MA’RUF S,Pd is the headmaster, he advised to the researcher that he gave the permission and have to found the teacher which is handle fourth class. 
In the process before doing the research, advised and discussed from the teacher is more needed. The material of teaching was from Bahan Ajar Dimensi Bahasa Inggris Kelas IV. Day and time to start a research is Thursday at 10.00 am until 12.00 pm. The researcher will finish a research in one a half month. 
2. Providing a Suitable Strategy 
Based on the preliminary observation was held in December 2012 that the students face difficulties to add their new vocabulary, so the researcher tries to use inquiry method to solve the problem. Inquiry method is the method that students must find and look for by themselves. It can make the student more independent, confident and know how to solve the problem. 
3. Designing lesson plan 
A lesson plan is a scenario or plan of teaching in writing form is arranged by teacher based on time allotment with a few meetings, before teaching is done or applied. 
A lesson plan consisting of the objectives, the teaching method, the detailed teaching procedure and the assessment procedure is very important to prepare before the teacher enters the classroom. The lesson plan for this study was designed based on instructional objectives, materials and media
3.1 Instructional Objectives 
Formulating learning objective is very important to do before conducting teaching activity because it will be directly the teacher to achieve the expected result from their teaching plan. Besides, learning objectives provide the framework for the teacher to guide her students in learning activities and give directions for the teacher to achieve the learning objectives.
In this study, the general instructional objective is trying and finding the right answer in incomplete word, for example the word of watermelon, if the that word in incomplete word, they have to complete it until the word can be guessed. So, the students develop they incuriosity to find the word by group not individually, must share with friend not only for smart student will understand but for in clever student too.  
3.2 Materials and Media  
Instructional materials and media play an important role in teaching and learning process. It is important for the teacher to select and prepare appropriate materials as well as media. Here, the researcher prepared teaching material taken from Bahan Ajar Dimensi Bahasa Inggris Untuk SD/MI Kelas IV. The media used were source books, and whiteboard. They were used to make the learning activities more affective and help the students in completing the assignment given. 
4. Preparing The Criteria Of Success 
In order to determine the student’s success, the following criteria were used.
4.1 The students are able to increase their vocabulary 
By applying inquiry method in fourth grade students especially for vocabulary, it was expected those students to add new vocabulary. The improvement was identified from both the student’s score percentage and their average score. The students were considered to be successful if most of them or 70% of them knew new vocabulary clearly in applying inquiry method. This way of scoring was in line with the criterion referenced scoring is used by MI MIFTAHUL HUDA DAWUNG. 
4.2 The students are involved actively in learning vocabulary using inquiry method 
The second criterion was the student’s active involvement. The students were expected to get involved actively because the essence of inquiry method is the students doing the task in order to get meaningful experience while at the same the time they improve their vocabulary. Without being involved actively in doing the task, it is impossible for the students to complete the task.  
5. Training the Collaborative Teacher 
In this stage, the researcher need some help from another teacher to make the research run well. The purpose of collaborative between teacher and researcher are to create a good condition of the class, designing lesson plan and handle the class. Based on the purpose the students will fell not in under pressure although not their teacher teach in the class but the new person who the first time their meet. 
F. Implementing 
In implementing process the researcher elaborated them into four meetings. The first three meetings were for group activities and the second one meeting were for individual activity.

G. Observing 
In the acting stage, the researcher carried out the teaching in the classroom while the collaborative teacher observed the process of teaching and learning. During observation, the data on how the action was implemented and whether the criteria of success could not be achieved or not were collected. 
1. Data and Data Sources 
Data is rough material researcher collects from the world he is studying (Bogdan, 106:1998). The data in this study was in the form of student’s score of the pre-test and post-test. Source of data is a source in which data is taken. The source data in this research were all of the fourth grade students.
2. Data Collection and Instrument. 
Data of this study was collected by administering the test. Test in simple definition is a method of measuring a person ability, knowledge, or performance in a given domain (Purwanto, 33:1991). There were two kinds of test in this study that were pre-test and post-test. The tests were used to measure the student’s achievement on vocabulary.
Instrument is a tool to collect a data which is needed in research. The instrument in this study was test. Vocabulary test was used to get data. It was in the form of student’s score. Arikunto (1998:127) defines test as a set of questions, exercise or other instruments which are used to measure skill, knowledge, intelligence, and aptitude of an individual or groups. Based on the purpose of giving a test, Hughes (1996:11) divides the test into four types, namely proficiency test (to measure how suitable candidates will be for performing a certain task or following a specific course), achievement test (to measure a student’s mastery of what has been taught), diagnostic test (to check the student’s progress for specific weaknesses and problems they may have encountered), and placement test (to sort the students into groups according to their language ability at the beginning of the course). Moreover, Hughes (1996:10) says that achievement test is designed to determine how successful individual, group of students, or a course in achieving objectives. 
This research used achievement test with the consideration that the researcher wanted to know the students’ vocabulary achievement. The researcher gave two tests that were pre-test and post-test. In pre-test consisted of just 10 questions in the form of fill in the blank and post-test consisted of 30 questions in the form of multiple choice which were administered in order to measure the students’ vocabulary mastery. Pre-test was given before students were being taught by using inquiry. While post-test was given after the students were being taught by using inquiry. The students were asked to choose one of the four choices given as the best answer. The time allotment for the test was 40 minutes. 
During the process of accomplishing the task, the teacher observed the student’s participations using observation sheet. This intended to get data on the students’ involvement in writing class. The summary of procedure of data collection is shown in table 3.2.

The detailed description of each instrument is explained as follows: 
1) Letter replacement task
Based on oxford dictionary (2003:246&364)Letter replacement task is a character representing one or more of the sounds used in speech, any symbols of an alphabet which is put something or word back in previous place or position. Besides, the characteristics of inquiry method is emphasizes constructivist ideas of learning, where knowledge is built from experience and process, especially socially based experience. Under this premise learning develops best in group situations. Progress and outcomes are generally assessed by how well people develop experimental and analytic skills, and often how well they work in groups. 
In order to measure the student’s progress after the method was applied in this study, a score guide was used. There was one aspect that was scored using the score guide. The aspect were just organization of word become complete and could be read. The questions consists of 10 question, for every single question if the students perfect in organizing the word they would got 10 score, almost poor got 5, and poor in organization they would just got 0 score. From the process of scoring the students, the researcher got the total points. 
2) Observation sheet 
The observation sheets were used to see the students’ active involvement in accomplishing task. In this study, the teacher marked one of the four choices provided in the observation checklist which represented the real situation in the classroom. 
There were five indicators of the students’ active participation. They were whether all, most, many, some, or few/none of the students paid attention to the teacher’s explanation of the procedures of doing the task, were active in the class discussion, participated in the group discussion, students share with their group and submitted the task. 
3) Multiple choice 
Noehi Nasution & Adi Suryanto (1999: 2.3) multiple choice is the formulation questions of multiple choices always add by alternative choice. One of them is true and almost true even tough another choices is false, this false option is called destructor. The totals of variation start from 2 options or choices and so on but for elementary school are 4 options.  
F. Reflecting 
Reflecting is the stage where the analysis of what has been implemented and observed in order to know how far the strategy can solve the problem is done (Latief, 2003:109). The data collected through observation stage were evaluated based on the criteria of success. Some factors which might become obstacles in solving the problem were identified. The study was continued to next cycle when the criteria of success could not be achieved.  For this research about vocabulary using inquiry method, the writer use different ways in applying it, the students can be more fun doing the work together with their friends in group. The condition of the class is relaxed and they are able to do not under the pressure. Finally in the end they have to show the result for audience or another group. The writer uses some question in fill in the blank, and then student must find out the answer correctly. 
The preparations stage aims at familiarizing students with the procedure in accomplishing the project including the determining the task being observed. This stage also has purpose of training the students in group how to work together with friend to get right answer. The accomplishing stage deals with group working and personal actively which comprises pre- test, during method activity and post-test. 
Through the mentioned stages, it was found that the students can improve their vocabulary, especially in knowing and remembering new word or vocabulary.  



CHAPTER IV
RESEARCH FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 
This chapter provides the presentation of data findings and discussion on the implementation of inquiry method in improving the student’s vocabulary. 
A. Research Findings 
Research data was got from data observation of applying inquiry method and data from formative test of students in every cycle those are cycle I and cycle II. 
The implementation of inquiry method in this research was carried out in two cycles. Cycle I was done in four meetings, while cycle II was performed in two meetings. The following sub-section presents the detailed description of findings in cycle I and cycle II
1. Cycle I 
a. Planning 
In planning step researcher prepare lesson plan 1, teaching using LKS or Bahan Ajar Dimensi Bahasa Inggris Kelas IV bab 2, and anothertool of teaching to support in achieving criteria of success. 
b. Implementation 
Cycle I was held in four meetings, every Thursday at 10:00 until 12:00 from February 7th, 2013 until March 14th 2013. The researcher did the research as a teacher. Teaching applying based on lesson plan was prepared before.
Teacher started the teaching by giving information that English lesson would be applied by using inquiry method, hoping that the students would listened carefully and be active in teaching process. Cycle I was applied in four meetings, each meeting needed 2 hours or 10.00 am – 12.00 pm. 							
[bookmark: _GoBack]The first three meetings were for group and the last one meeting was for individual work. Thus, there was a paper consisted of 10 questions must be answered by students; they were groups in work and individual. The description of finding in cycle I is presented here based on one criteria of success which is the students improving vocabulary.
Teacher did classification before and divided the students into 6 groups which consisted of 7 students. There are 42 students in the fourth grade. After that the teacher gave task to each group. The question was about fruit needed to answer independently with group without teacher help directly. Although, the teacher just watched the students in finding answer is given by the teacher.
c. Observation 
1) Students’ vocabulary improvement 
In the final meeting of cycle I, teacher past test to know the improvement of the 42 students. The task was in the form of multiple choices which consisted of 30 questions.  The students of fourth grade are large. In terms of their score frequency, they were more students getting equal or higher than 70 in cycle I compared with those of in preliminary study. 10 students got equal or higher than 80. The student’s score frequency can be seen in table 4.1 and the questions can be seen in appendix 2.

However, in spite of the student’s increase in their vocabulary, the expected criteria based on the criteria of success had not been attained yet. The mean score was lower than 70 than it had been expected. The percentage of students getting more than 70 was only 21 or 50% of 42 students who got 80 or more. It still could not be considered good. Therefore, the next cycle the method used needed to be done.
2) Students’ involvement in the class
Besides the increase in the students’ vocabulary, their active involvement was also considered important in order to know whether or not a certain method attracts the students’ attention or interest. In knowing the students’ participation, the researcher employed observation checklist.  
After doing a simple calculation to get the percentage of the students’ participation to be able to categorize them as being very active, being active, having fair participation, having poor participation or being passive, as it can be seen in appendix 2, it was gotten that the students were categorized having fair involvement in joining every stage of inquiry teaching. When the researcher explained the procedure of doing the task, they paid their attention. During group and class discussion, only some of them were getting involved in presenting their answer. That was why some group members complained that they had to work hard by themselves without others member’s help.  Finally, all students submitted their group task. See table 4.2 for detailed description of student’s participation.

The result calculation showed that the students’ participation in the class had not reached the expected criterion because the students’ involvement was only 60 %. This percentage was still considered low because it was below the level of being classified as active. 
Therefore, it was necessary to increase the students’ participation especially in group and class discussion. For this reason, cycle II was essential to be accomplished to get better result, particularly in students’ active involvement.  In addition to the result of analyzing the observation checklist was also considered to employ the next cycle.
d. Reflections 
In teaching process using inquiry method was done, teacher and students make a conclusion together some important things that can be noted in cycle I those are: 
The student’s involvements in learning vocabulary look positively so when the teacher using the method should be continue and increased. Those are : 1) Student’s ability to ask could be increased when teaching learning process was applied using inquiry method pressure the students to work independently in each group. 2) Students are able to feel improvement for English subject especially for vocabulary done by teacher in the class.
Some in achievement of cycle I: 1) Students unconfident and were confused at the first time applying inquiry method, so the students couldn’t got maximal teaching and learning. 2) At some moment, the students were still playing than doing actively in finishing the task and making a noise between them. 3) Students still couldn’t relax to the share argument to other friends. 4) Almost all the students in each group didn’t want to answer. 5) Students didn’t understand to do the task in a group. 6) Students less understanding of the material and the task was given.   
2. Cycle II
In cycle II, inquiry teaching was done in March 7th and 14th, 2013 the second time by having some planning. Before the findings of cycle II are presented. Having been informed with the result of student’s task, in general, the method used was still inquiry.
a. Planning 
In cycle II, the result reflection of cycle I used as step for next teaching process. It started into independently self-students in learning. In this step researcher prepared lesson plan 2, LKS or Bahan Ajar Dimensi Bahasa Inggris Kelas IV bab 3, and supported teaching tool. 
b. Implementation 
In cycle II, inquiry teaching was done in March 7, 2013 and March 14, 2013 at fourth grade which are 42 students. A researcher as a teacher and teaching process based on lesson plan from revision in cycle I, so the mistake in cycle I couldn’t be replay in cycle II. 
The first adjustment was related with the activities in doing the task. In the cycle I, there was one kind of activity namely group work. Group discussion was still done to help the students to answer the task. The researcher even provided longer time for group and class discussion. The cycle II required only two meetings. 
The researcher still gave a task to be answered by the students, but for this step the students must work hard, because not only 10 questions but 20 questions should be done in an hour. They felt in flexible condition and free to interact and they could answer with the group correctly. 
For the correction of it, the researcher said to them to submit the task. After that making interaction with the students for finding the right answers. The condition would be joyful and easier to understand new vocabulary.  
c. Observation 
1) Students’ vocabulary improvement
Finally, in the last of meeting cycle II. The student should do individual work. The same as cycle I, they have to do the task in the form of multiple choices which consist of 30 questions. The test was called posttest. 
Cycle II employed the same method as that of cycle I. The analysis on the student’s in cycle II resulted in better scores. The calculation on the mean scores yields 75. In general, most students made improvement in vocabulary. 
The students seemed to be more active and critical to think how to find the ways in finding the answer by them. In terms of organization, all students were successful to complete incomplete word. The description of the student’s score is presented in table 4.2

From the table, it could be concluded that teaching using inquiry method got better score of the students. However, still got score under competency standard but most of them was passing or increase their vocabulary. 
In cycle II, teaching and learning activity using inquiry method run well. There are some improvements of vocabulary because teacher always gave information if in the last meeting the students got posttest. So it motivated the students to study at home more than usual. Another Influence is Teacher ability in applying the method that produced the students easy to understand the material of teaching.  
Finally, considering the student’s improvement vocabulary it was concluded that the criteria of success determined in advance were achieved. Therefore it was considered sufficient to stop the cycle. 
2) Students’ involvement in the class
As it had been explained before, there were some efforts to increase the students’ involvement in the cycle II. The researcher tried to encourage the students to be active in both group and class discussion. 
Using the same observational checklist with that was used in cycle I, it was found out that the students’ involvement appeared to be better. The process of calculation for knowing the percentage of the students’ involvement showed that they were more active in almost all stage. Table 4.3 shows more comprehensive description of the students’ participation in doing the task.

Finally, considering the students’ improvement vocabulary and their active involvement in every stage inquiry teaching, it was conclude that both criteria of success determined in advance were achieved. Therefore, it was considered sufficient to stop the cycle. 
d. Reflection 
In this step will explain good things and bad things in teaching and learning process by using inquiry method. From those data could make a summary: 1) from the data knew that students were active in teaching process. 2) The weaknesses were from cycle I repaired and increased to be perfect. 3) The score of students of cycle II in standard of competency that must be increased by them. 
Some important notes from cycle II they are: Student’s active more dominant than students passive in inquiry teaching process in the class. Most of the students still delivered questions to the teacher however just about the meaning of vocabulary. 
From all observations and the trouble with the causes, so the researcher make conclusion that in cycle II they are achievement of the students and the teacher used inquiry method in teaching and learning process.  
3. Overall findings 
This section is intended to give overall description of students’ improve were from the preliminary study until cycle II. The improvement deal with the student’s doing the task and the final score in posttest or in final meeting in every cycle. 
From the findings discussed previously, the students of four grades could be improved by applying inquiry method in English class. The result of preliminary study showed that the students mean score was only 56.9. There were only 17 out or 40% of 42 students who got equal or higher than 70. After having cycle I, the progress was great enough although the criteria of success in terms of students mean score, that was having mean score there were 21 out of 42 students or 50%who got equal or higher 70, could be achieve 70% either. 
Finally, in cycle II, the targeted mean score could be attained. The mean score was 75. There was also an increase in the number of students who got equal or higher than 70. 35 out or 83% of 42 students of all students could get equal or higher than 70. The clearer description of the increase in student’s average score of their preliminary study task, cycle I task and cycle II task can be seen in figure 4.1 whose task attained equal or higher than 70.

Figure 4.2 the quantity of students having equal or higher than 70 percentages
Concerning the students’ involvement in doing the task, some improvement was also made. This improvement was the result of observation in cycle I and cycle II. There was such observation in the preliminary study since inquiry method had not been done yet. In cycle I, only 60 % of the students were actively involved in the whole activities done in the class. While in cycle II, the students’ participation increased reaching 76 % of the total students in the class. The visual description of the students’ involvement is shown in figure 4.3.

B. Discussion
In this section, some aspects of the findings which are believed to promote the students’ vocabulary are discussed  based on the related theories. The discussion of the findings is presented in three sub-sections. They are stage in teaching vocabulary, applied of inquiry method, and the student’s involvement. 
1) The Stage In Teaching Vocabulary 
As explained before, the stage in teaching vocabulary there are three stages. There are: presentation, practice and revising or recycling.
a. Presentation 
Based on Oxford (2003: 338) Presentation is act or showing something or giving something to somebody or students in this research. In this stage the teacher presented the material, explained it until the students understand. After that the teacher gave task to the students in the form of letter replacement. Based on (George Watson, 2002:7) letter replacement task was chosen to be applied in this study. The students were required to discuss with their friends in order to find out the right answer. Besides, they gathered think and share to complete the chart which just contain each letter in the first and the last of word. 
Using inquiry method, the students must answer the task by their result of thinking; explore their mind to get correct answer. After they finished it, the students present their work in front of class, each member of group complete the task and write in the white board one by one.
In addition, by having tasks that are comparable with the real activities, it is expected that the learners will learn the target language meaningfully and naturally as they learn their first language. This is absolutely supported by Swain’s statement (as quoted by Beglar and Hunt, 2002:97) that by using tasks in the English instruction, the students will get the greater input and more opportunity for meaningful language use both of which are generally considered valuable in promoting language acquisition.   
b. Practice 
Oxford dictionary (2003: 335) practice is action rather than ideas. By having practice the students easier to remember and accept new vocabulary without under pressure. First, the students practice the word with the teacher, for the second all of the students said it together. The function of practice is enable the newly encountered words to move from short-term into long-term and permanent memory of learner especially for studying new vocabulary for elementary school. 
After the students practice new vocabulary, they can recall a word repeatedly. If this successful to say, it means that the word had become part of their memory. When the students recall the word, they have to think first how to say and combination well. 
c. Revision 
In the revision, the teacher reviewing previously studied materials which help the learner to acquire vocabulary for active and productive purpose. The function of revision here, the students are able to memorized information of vocabulary which taught by the teacher before.  The reviewing did after the students finished the task and every last meeting. 
2) Applied of Inquiry Method 
a. Applied inquiry based on four conditions 
Edi Suardi, as cited in Sardiman (2001), one of the characteristic of teaching and learning interact was signed with one particular material and the students’ activity. It means that the material must be designed to reach a purpose. The material must be designed and prepared before teaching and learning and the activity of students essential interact in teaching and learning process. The activity of the students here were in active physically and mentally.
In this condition the students must be aware to more attractive in the learning activity. They must explore their critically thinking to find the answer the task in the form of letter replacement. More essential, these conditions made the students relax to interact and share with their group, quickly to finish the task. Interactions between members of group run well. Most of them did every single question together. 
Instead of only being one-way interaction, this teacher led introduction enables the students to listen and process the language they hear in order to get a perfect understanding. The student’s opportunities to ask some question related to the task. They got more information from the teacher. Having the information the students find some ways to solve the problem in the task. 
In this study, the teacher introduced the task by emphasizing how important the task would be for the students’ process of language learning and how the task would be done. Explaining the advantages of having the task clearly and interestingly as possible will certainly make the students motivated in doing it. Dornyei, as quoted by Ellis (2006), emphasizes the importance of presenting a task in a way that motivates learners. Like Lee, he sees value in explaining the purpose and utility of the task
The students should be more focus to complete the task, by having focus, their concentration could be increased. In inquiry learning process concentration is needed, the purpose is the students could learn new vocabulary optimally. In inquiry process, the teacher made condition which is increase focus in finishing the task in students’ group. Within the condition the teaching and learning process going run well. 
After that the students share with other member about the answer and finally the work must be submitted to the teacher as a result of group.  They were required to do letter replacement task. First, the teacher gives a task that must be complete the answer. Accordingly, the students were listening and getting what the teacher saying.
Such group discussion is considered very advantageous in language learning since involves more negotiation of meaning than teacher-centered activities (Kumaradivelu, as quoted by Beglar& Hunt, 2002:101). In group discussion, the students were required to discuss any possible solutions in English. They could freely express their opinion, agree or disagree with their friends’ opinion. 
The same advantage with that of group also belongs to class discussion. The only difference is that the latter is led by the teacher with all students as the audience. Hence, not all students can participate actively in class discussion. Whatever the difference is, however, speaking in both discussions enable the students to be actively involved in using communication strategies such clarification, confirmation, comprehension checks, request and turn taking (Beglar& Hunt, 2002:101).Some activities were done after the students finishing the task. After that, the teacher did correction together with the students. This activity was also meant to encourage them to know how to prediction the answer of the task. After they finished doing the task, the teacher used impromptu way of focusing in the language that the students had used previously and guest the word. A model of task was also shown for the second time to allow the students to compare and reflect their task performance. Besides increasing their vocabulary, those activities help the students very much in making their final produce better.  
b. Applied the method based on kinds of inquiry 
Based on kinds of inquiry, the teacher used open inquiry. In teaching process students should think independent solution in some problem. The teacher made a question was called letter replacement. The students must complete the task, without teacher’s help. The material of the task related with the source book or LKS. First task contains about fruit and vegetable and fruit, those are 10 questions. Second task contains the activity and the things that the students bring and in the class, those are 20 questions. For the first and the second task the students must work hard to finish it in a group. And the last task the students in individual work, in the form of multiple choice consists of 30 questions. 
The purpose of the task was pushed the students to think independent. They were able to answer without cheat their friend but confident in their work and increase their ability in English especially vocabulary. 
3) The students’ active involvement
The students’ active involvement is a key factor in the success of the task accomplishment. They have to want engage in inquiry teaching. Here, the teachers’ role is very important in motivating the students. Dealing with the practical methods in class, the teacher is suggested to move around and keep them involved by always encouraging participation. After the activity, the students should be left to realize how well they have performed in doing the task; even there are problems to be overcome. This can raise their motivation and make them some sense of achievement.
Some such ideal activities were already done in this study. Some realistic goals were exposed to the students to build their motivation in doing the task. In order to make the students involved in the group and class discussion, the researcher went around the class to help and support to finish the task in the right way. 
Finally, the expectation was achieved since the students could be actively involved in every stage of inquiry teaching and satisfactorily produce the expected outcome in this study.    





CHAPTER V
CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
This chapter provides the presentation of conclusion and suggestion on the implementation of inquiry method in improving the student’s vocabulary. 
A. Conclusion 
Based on the result of research findings and discussion, it is concluded that the students’ vocabulary and their involvement in the class could be improved by using inquiry teaching, particularly by exposing the students to task in the form of letter replacement. This improvement seen from the constant increase in mean scores of the students’ task from 56.9 in preliminary study, 61.9 in cycle I and 75 in cycle II. The percentage of the students getting equal or higher than 70 also improved from 40% in preliminary study, 50% in cycle I and 83% in cycle II. In addition, the students’ involvement in class experienced an increase from 60% of all students that were actively involved in cycle I to 76% in cycle II. 
In applying inquiry teaching to improve the students’ vocabulary, the students were required to do and get involved actively of inquiry teaching.
Firstly, the teacher convinced the students about the importance of doing the task in the form of letter replacement, especially in increasing their critical thinking. 
Second, the students were exposed to a problem. A brief explanation about the material was given to make the students get more understanding on the subject before they were asked to form groups. Within the groups, they discussed the answer of the question. After the students got some answer, they can continue they work with their group. 
Finally, the teacher gave a final test in the form of task consists of 30 questions. Every single question was multiple choices and the material related with the material that had been taught before. They finished it just an hour. The result of this stage was score that prove the students achieve in vocabulary. 
B. Suggestions
Based on the research finding and discussion, the following suggestions addressed to the writing teachers, the students, and the future researchers are presented:
1) Institution 
This method was effective to teach vocabulary because it could improve the student’s achievement in vocabulary. The researcher suggested that this game could be one of the techniques in teaching vocabulary in elementary school institution. 
2) For The Teacher 
Considering that inquiry method could improve student’s achievement in vocabulary. It is recommended that English teacher implement such method in the English class by applying inquiry method. This study is also expected to be able to support and encourage the English teacher in creating effective ways in teaching, especially in teaching vocabulary. 
3) For The Students 
The idea of inquiry method in this study is enabling the students to increase their vocabulary. Therefore, the students in the class are suggested to actively and independently seek to the right answer. It is able to stimulate and give understanding that studying English can be done in meaningful and together by sharing to the friend. Moreover, the English learners of elementary school have to know that studying English is not hard thing to learn. 
4) For The Future Researchers  
This study deal only use of letter replacement of inquiry method in improving student’s vocabulary. In fact, there are many methods or questions that can be used such as arranging word, filling in the blank or etc. for that reason; it is recommended that the future researchers do similar research with other questions in English class to know the benefits of using inquiry method in teaching vocabulary.
