Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh pentingnya membaca Al-Qur’an sebagai
kewajiban setiap muslim yang sebaiknya diajarkan sejak usia dini. Namun, pada
kenyataannya, banyak siswa SD yang masih mengalami kesulitan dalam membaca
Al-Qur’an dengan lancar dan benar. Hal ini disebabkan oleh metode pembelajaran
yang masih bersifat konvensional, membosankan, dan kurang interaktif. Untuk
menjawab tantangan tersebut, metode An-Nahdliyah hadir dengan pendekatan yang
lebih menarik, seperti penggunaan ketukan tongkat, bacaan murottal, dan
pembelajaran bertahap melalui enam jilid.

Penelitian ini berfokus pada (1) Bagaimana proses pelaksanaan metode An-
Nadliyah dalam pembelajaran membaca Al-Qur’an di SD Plus An-Nahdlah, (2)
Bagaimana dampak metode An-Nahdliyah terhadap percepatan kemampuan
membaca Al-Qur’an siswa, (3) Apa faktor pendukung dan penghambat
implementasi metode An-Nahdliyah di SD Plus An-Nahdlah, (4) Bagaimana solusi
atas hambatan yang dihadapi dalam penerapan metode An-Nahdliyah.

Tesis ini bertujuan (1) Untuk mendeskripsikan proses pelaksanaan metode
An-Nahdliyah di SD Plus An-Nahdlah., (2) Menganalisis dampak metode An-
Nahdliyah terhadap percepatan kemampuan membaca Al-Qur’an siswa, (3)
Mengidentifikasi factor pendukung dan penghambat implementasi metode An-
Nahdliyah. (4) Merumuskan solusi atas hambatan implementasi metode An-
Nahdliyah.

Penelitian ini menggunakan penelitian kualitatif dengan menggunakan
pendekatan studi kasus. Sumber data diperoleh dari person (manusia), place
(tempat), dan paper. (kertas) yang diperoleh dari lapangan. Teknik pengumpulan
data yang digunakan adalah observasi partisipan, wawancara mendalam dan
dokumentasi. Teknik anlisis data menggunakan kondensasi data, penyajian data dan
penarikan kesimpulan dan verifikasi.

Hasil penelitian menunjukan bahwa (1) Program BTA yang menggunakan
metode An-Nahdliyah di SD Plus An-Nahdlah dilakukan secara rutin empat kali
dalam seminggu melalui dua progam: progam buku paket (jilid 1-6) dan progam
sorogan Al-Qur’an yang penegelompokannya disesuaikan dengan kemampuan
siswa. (2) Metode An-Nahdliyah terbukti sangat berpengaruh. Ketukan stik, latihan
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berulang, dan bimbingan guru membantu siswa cepat lancar membaca Al-Qur’an.
(3) faktor pendukung proses pelaksanaan pembelajaran diantaranya: guru yang
kompeten, fasilitas yang memadai, dan siswa yang semangat. Faktor Penghambat
proses pelaksanaan pembelajaran diantaranya: perbedaan kemampuan siswa,
kurangnya dukungan orang tua, dan waktu belajar yang terbatas. (4) Upaya sekolah
dan guru dalam mengatasi hambatan adalah sekolah memberi bimbingan khusus,
membuat suasana belajar jadi menyenangkan, dan menambah program seperti tartil
dan pantauan bacaan di rumah.

This research is motivated by the importance of reading the Qur'an as an
obligation for every Muslim which should be taught from an early age. However,
in reality, many elementary school students still have difficulty in reading the
Qur'an fluently and correctly. This is caused by learning methods that are still
conventional, boring, and less interactive. To answer these challenges, the An-
Nahdliyah method comes with a more interesting approach, such as the use of stick
tapping, murottal reading, and gradual learning through six volumes.

This study focuses on (1) How is the process of implementing the An-
Nadliyah method in learning to read the Qur'an at SD Plus An-Nahdlah, (2) What
is the impact of the An-Nahdliyah method on accelerating students' ability to read
the Qur'an, (3) What are the supporting and inhibiting factors for implementing the
An-Nahdliyah method at SD Plus An-Nahdlah, (4) What are the solutions to the
obstacles faced in implementing the An-Nahdliyah method.

This thesis aims to (1) Describe the process of implementing the An-
Nahdliyah method at SD Plus An-Nahdlah., (2) Analyze the impact of the An-
Nahdliyah method on accelerating students' ability to read the Qur'an, (3) Identify
supporting and inhibiting factors for implementing the An-Nahdliyah method., (4)
Formulate solutions to obstacles in implementing the An-Nahdliyah method.

This study uses qualitative research using a case study approach. Data
sources are obtained from person (human), place (place), and paper. (paper)
obtained from the field. Data collection techniques used are participant observation,
in-depth interviews and documentation. Data analysis techniques use data
condensation, data presentation and drawing conclusions and verification.

The results of the study show that (1) The BTA program using the An-
Nahdliyah method at SD Plus An-Nahdlah is carried out routinely four times a week
through two programs: the package book program (volumes 1-6) and the Al-Qur'an
sorogan program whose grouping is adjusted to student abilities. (2) The An-
Nahdliyah method has proven to be very influential. Stick tapping, repeated
practice, and teacher guidance help students quickly become fluent in reading the
Al-Qur'an. (3) supporting factors for the learning implementation process include:
competent teachers, adequate facilities, and enthusiastic students. Inhibiting factors
for the learning implementation process include: differences in student abilities,
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lack of parental support, and limited learning time. (4) Efforts by schools and
teachers to overcome obstacles include schools providing special guidance, making
the learning atmosphere enjoyable, and adding programs such as tartil and
monitoring reading at home.
