Hybrid contract yang menyatukan dua akad atau lebih dalam satu
transaksi dianggap menjadi solusi inovatif dalam mengembangkan
dinamika produk perbankan syariah yang menawarkan fleksibilitas
dan menjawab kebutuhan nasabah yang semakin beragam dan
dinamis. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk 1). Mengidentifikasi jenis-
jenis hybrid contract pada produk perbankan syariah di Indonesia, 2).
Mengkaji implementasi produk hybrid contract dan tantangan yang
muncul dalam praktik 3). Menganalisis dinamika hybrid contract dan
kontribusinya terhadap perekonomian berkelanjutan melalui lensa
magqasid syari’ah Abdul Majid al-Najjar.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode literature research dengan
pendekatan systematic literature review (SLR) yang secara
terstruktur melakukan seleksi artikel mulai dari identifikasi,
screening, hingga inklusi artikel yang memenuhi kriteria penelitian
untuk menjawab rumusan masalah pertama dan kedua. Selanjutnya,
dianalisis menggunakan perspektif maqasid syariah al-Najjar untuk
menjawab rumusan masalah ketiga

Hasil temuan analisis memperlihatkan bahwa: (1) Beberapa jenis
hybrid contract yang dominan di perbankan syariah Indonesia
meliputi murabahah bil wakalah, musyarakah mutanaqisah (MMQ),
ijarah muntahiyah bittamlik (IMBT), kafalah bil ujrah,hawalah bil
ujrah, wakalah bil ujrah dan qard-rahn-ijarah. Walaupun demikian,
data sekunder dari laporan publik resmi beberapa perbankan syariah
menunjukkan tidak secara tegas dan spesifik menyebut istilah hybrid
contract di dalamnya. (2) Hybrid contract di perbankan syariah
diimplementasikan dalam produk penghimpunan dana, produk
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pembiayaan dan produk layanan jasa seperti pembiayaan properti
dan kepemilikan rumah, kendaraan dan layanan kartu kredit syariah
dan produk lainnya. Hybrid contract juga dihadapkan berbagai
tantangan diantaranya rumitnya penggabungan akad dalam satu
produk, pengawasan kepatuhan syariah, pengelolaan resiko dan
biaya operasional, kesulitan dalam pengintegrasian sistem dan
persepsi masyarakat terhadap produk tersebut. (3) Berdasarkan
perspektif maqasid syari’ah Abdul Majid al-Najjar, produk berbasis
hybrid contract memiliki potensi besar dalam mendukung
perekonomian berkelanjutan. Produk seperti pembiayaan rumah
ramah lingkungan atau energi terbarukan mendukung hifz al-bi’ah
(perlindungan lingkungan) dan hifz al-kiyan al-ijtima'i (pelestarian
sosial) dan hifz al-insaniyyah (perlindungan martabat manusia).
Maqasid Integrative and Sustainability Contracts (MISC) sebagai
gagasan pendekatan teoritis yang mengintegrasikan keberlanjutan
sosial dan perlindungan lingkungan menjadikan produk syariah tidak
hanya berorientasi pada keuntungan finansial, tetapi juga pada
kemaslahatan manusia dan kelestarian alam yang sejalan dengan
tujuan pembangunan berkelanjutan (SDGs). Temuan ini memperkuat
posisi hybrid contract sebagai strategi inovatif yang dapat mendorong
perbankan syariah menuju pembangunan ekonomi yang adil, inklusif,
dan berkelanjutan.
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ABSTRACT

This dissertation, entitled "The Dynamics of Hybrid Contract in
Islamic Banking Product Innovation in Indonesia from the
Perspective of Maqgasid syari'ah," was written by Muflihatul Bariroh,
NIM 1890502220022, with promoters Prof. Dr. Iffatin Nur, M.Ag., and
Prof. Dr. H. Asmawi, M.Ag.
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Hybrid contracts, which combine two or more contracts within a
single transaction, are regarded as an innovative solution in
developing dynamic Islamic banking products that offer greater
flexibility and respond to the increasingly diverse and complex needs
of customers. This study aims to: (1) identify the types of hybrid
contracts used in Islamic banking products in Indonesia; (2) examine
the implementation of hybrid contract products and the challenges
arising in practice; and (3) analyze the dynamics of hybrid contracts
and their contribution to sustainable economic development through
the lens of maqasid al-shari‘ah as conceptualized by Abdul Majid al-
Najjar.

This research employs a literature-based method, utilizing a
systematic literature review (SLR) approach. The SLR systematically
selects articles through the stages of identification, screening, and
inclusion, based on predefined criteria, to address the first and
second research questions. Subsequently, the data were analyzed
through the perspective of maqgasid al-shari‘ah al-Najjar to answer
the third research question.

The findings reveal that: (1) several dominant types of hybrid
contracts in Indonesian Islamic banking include murabahah bil
wakalah, musyarakah mutanaqisah (MMQ), ijarah muntahiyah
bittamlik (IMBT), kafalah bil ujrah, hawalah bil ujrah, wakalah bil
ujrah, and qard rahn ijarah. Nevertheless, secondary data from official
public reports of several Islamic banks do not explicitly mention the
term 'hybrid contract'. (2) Hybrid contracts are implemented across
various products, including deposit mobilization, financing, and
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service products such as property and home ownership financing,
vehicle financing, Islamic credit card services, and others. However,
hybrid contracts also face several challenges, such as the complexity
of combining multiple contracts into a single product, Shariah
compliance monitoring, risk and operational cost management,
system integration difficulties, and public perceptions of these
products. (3) From the perspective of maqasid al-shari‘ah as
introduced by Abdul Majid al-Najjar, hybrid contract-based products
have significant potential to support sustainable economic
development. Products such as environmentally friendly housing
financing or renewable energy financing promote hifz al-bi’ah
(environmental protection), hifz al-kiyan al-ijtima7 (social
preservation), and hifz al-insaniyyah (protection of human dignity).
The concept of Maqgasid Integrative and Sustainability Contracts
(MISC), as a theoretical approach that integrates social sustainability
and environmental protection, positions Islamic financial products
not merely as profit-oriented instruments, but as means to achieve
human welfare and ecological preservation aligned with the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). These findings reinforce the
role of hybrid contracts as an innovative strategy to advance Islamic
banking toward a just, inclusive, and sustainable economic system.
