Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh rendahnya pemanfaatan media pembelajaran yang
inovatif dalam pembelajaran IPAS di kelas IV MIN 2 Blitar. Proses pembelajaran yang
masih berfokus pada metode ceramah serta penggunaan media yang terbatas, seperti buku
paket dan LKS, membuat peserta didik kurang aktif, cepat merasa bosan, dan mengalami
kesulitan dalam memahami materi, terutama pada topik musim dan iklim di Indonesia yang
bersifat abstrak. Oleh karena itu, diperlukan pengembangan media pembelajaran yang lebih
menarik dan interaktif untuk meningkatkan minat serta pemahaman peserta didik.

Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah: (1) memaparkan proses pengembangan media
monopoli pada materi musim dan iklim di Indonesia, (2) menjelaskan tingkat kelayakan
media monopoli yang dikembangkan, dan (3) menganalisis keefektifan media tersebut
dalam pembelajaran IPAS kelas IV MIN 2 Blitar.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode Research and Development (R&D) dengan model
ADDIE yang terdiri dari lima tahap, yaitu analisis, desain, pengembangan, implementasi,
dan evaluasi. Teknik pengumpulan data dilakukan dengan observasi, wawancara, tes,
angket, dan dokumentasi.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa media monopoli yang dikembangkan telah
memenubhi kriteria kelayakan, ditunjukkan oleh hasil validasi ahli materi sebesar 94% dan
ahli media sebesar 88%. Selain itu, media ini juga terbukti efektif dalam meningkatkan
hasil belajar peserta didik, yang terlihat dari adanya peningkatan nilai antara pre-test dan
post-test. Nilai rata-rata pre-test sebesar 50,5% termasuk dalam kategori cukup, kemudian
meningkat menjadi 81% pada post-test dengan kategori tinggi. Respon peserta didik
terhadap penggunaan media juga positif dengan persentase sebesar 85,5% yang
menunjukkan kategori sangat menarik. Dengan demikian, media monopoli mampu
menciptakan suasana belajar yang lebih menyenangkan, meningkatkan keaktifan peserta
didik, serta membantu mereka memahami materi musim dan iklim di Indonesia secara lebih
konkret.

This research was motivated by the low utilization of innovative learning media in IPAS
learning for fourth-grade students at MIN 2 Blitar. The learning process was still focused
on the lecture method and the use of limited learning media, such as textbooks and student
worksheets, causing students to be less active, easily bored, and experience difficulties in
understanding the material, particularly the topic of seasons and climate in Indonesia,
which is relatively abstract. Therefore, it was necessary to develop a more engaging and
interactive learning medium to improve students’ interest and understanding.

The objectives of this study were: (1) to describe the process of developing Monopoly
learning media on the topic of seasons and climate in Indonesia, (2) to determine the
feasibility level of the developed Monopoly learning media, and (3) to analyze the
effectiveness of the media in IPAS learning for fourth-grade students at MIN 2 Blitar.

This study employed the Research and Development (R&D) method using the ADDIE
model, which consists of five stages: Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation, and
Evaluation. Data were collected through observation, interviews, tests, questionnaires, and
documentation.

The results showed that the developed Monopoly learning media met the feasibility
criteria, as indicated by the material expert validation score of 94% and the media expert
validation score of 8§8%. Furthermore, the media proved effective in improving students’
learning outcomes, as evidenced by the increase in scores between the pre-test and post-
test. The average pre-test score was 50.5%, categorized as moderate, and increased to 81%
in the post-test, categorized as high. Students’ responses to the use of the media were also
positive, with a percentage of 85.5%, indicating that the media was highly attractive.
Therefore, the Monopoly learning media was able to create a more enjoyable learning
atmosphere, increase student participation, and help students understand the topic of
seasons and climate in Indonesia more concretely.
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
