Penelitian ini dilatar belakangi oleh pentingnya penanaman nilai religius
pada anak usia 5-6 tahun yang berada pada masa emas (golden age) perkembangan
dan pembentukan karakter. Pada usia tersebut, anak lebih mudah menerima dan
menginternalisasi nilai-nilai yang diperoleh melalui proses pembelajaran dan
pembiasaan. Namun, pembelajaran Asmaul Husna masih cenderung berorientasi
pada kemampuan menghafal, sedangkan pemahaman makna serta penerapan nilai-
nilai yang terkandung di dalamnya dalam kehidupan sehari-hari belum optimal.
Kondisi tersebut menunjukkan perlunya penguatan proses internalisasi nilai
Asmaul Husna pada anak usia 5-6 tahun di TKIT Al-Asror Ringinpitu
Tulungagung.

Tujuan penelitian ini diharapkan mampu memberi sumbangsih keilmuan
tentang (1) mendeskripsikan sesi transformasi nilai Asmaul Husna dalam kegiatan
pendidikan anak umur 5-6 tahun di TKIT Al- Asror Ringinpitu; (2)
mendeskripsikan sesi transaksi nilai lewat interaksi guru serta anak dalam proses
internalisasi nilai Asmaul Husna; serta (3) mendeskripsikan sesi transinternalisasi
nilai Asmaul Husna yang tercermin dalam sikap serta Kerutinan anak.

Metode Penelitian dengan menggunakan penelitian pendekatan kualitatif
deskriptif. Data dikumpulkan melalui observasi, wawancara mendalam, dan
dokumentasi. Analisis data dilakukan melalui reduksi data, penyajian data, dan
penarikan kesimpulan. Keabsahan data diuji melalui uji kredibilitas, dependabilitas,
konfirmabilitas, dan transferabilitas.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan beberapa hal penting. Pertama, anak-anak
diajarkan tentang nilai-nilai Asmaul Husna dengan cara yang sederhana, seperti
menggunakan nama dan makna, membiasakan, menceritakan, bernyanyi, dan
memberikan contoh perilaku. Kedua, proses pertukaran nilai terjadi ketika guru dan
anak berinteraksi langsung dalam kegiatan belajar, bermain, berdoa, dan melakukan
rutinitas sehari-hari di sekolah. Ketiga, anak-anak mulai menunjukkan perilaku
yang baik, seperti saling menyayangi, membantu teman, mengucapkan salam,
berdoa, bertanggung jawab, dan mematuhi aturan. Dengan demikian, proses
internalisasi nilai Asmaul Husna dalam kegiatan belajar di TKIT Al-Asror
Ringinpitu dapat membantu membentuk karakter religius anak usia dini secara
bertahap dan berkelanjutan.
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ABSTRACT

The undergraduate thesis entitled “The Internalization of Asmaul Husna
Values in Learning Activities for Children Aged 5—6 Years at Integrated Islamic
Kindergarten (TKIT) Al-Asror Ringinpitu Tulungagung” was written by Putri Ayu

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This research was motivated by the importance of instilling religious values
in children aged 5-6 years, a period known as the golden age of character
development. At this stage, children are highly receptive to learning and
internalizing values through educational activities and daily habituation. However,
the learning of Asmaul Husna tends to emphasize memorization, while children's
understanding of its meanings and the application of its values in everyday life
remain less than optimal. This condition indicates the need to strengthen the
internalization of Asmaul Husna values among children aged 5-6 years at TKIT
Al-Asror Ringinpitu Tulungagung.

The objectives of this research are: (1) to describe the stage of value
transformation of Asmaul Husna in learning activities for children aged 56 years
at TKIT Al-Asror Ringinpitu; (2) to describe the stage of value transaction through
the interaction between teachers and children in the process of internalizing Asmaul
Husna values; and (3) to describe the stage of value transinternalization of Asmaul
Husna as reflected in children’s behavior and habits.

This study employed a descriptive qualitative approach. Data were collected
through observation, in-depth interviews, and documentation. Data analysis was
conducted through data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing. The
trustworthiness of the data was established through credibility, dependability,
confirmability, and transferability.

The results of the research show that value transformation is carried out
through habituation, stories, songs, behavioral examples, and simple
communication. Value transaction takes place through interactions between
teachers and children in learning activities, playing, praying, and school routines.
Transinternalization is reflected in children’s behavior, such as loving friends,
helping others, greeting, praying, being responsible, and obeying rules. Thus, the
internalization of Asmaul Husna values can support the formation of religious
character in early childhood.
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
