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CHAPTER III

RESEARCH METHOD

In this chapter the researcher present of research design, setting and subject of study, procedure of study, data analysis, data and source of data, instrument and technique of data collection.

A. Research Design

The researcher used Classroom Action Research to conduct research. Classroom action research designed to solve practical problems in the process of teaching and learning, especially in teaching writing. The technique offered was used as one of the alternative technique to increase the student ability in organizing ideas of writing recount text. Further, guiding question are useful to guide the students to develop idea or insight about a certain topic.

In Classroom Action Research there are 3 word must be explain that: Research is activity to observe a object with certain methodology to get data or information which useful into develop quality about something which think interesting by the researcher. Action is activity which intentional to conduct with certain provide. Class is a group of students receive lesson and teach by teacher in same time and place (Arikunto, et all, 2009:2). Aqib says that classroom action research is a observation toward activity which intentional to rise and happen in a class (Aqib, 2009:13). In this study, the researcher acted as a practitioner.
Based on the model of Classroom Action Research in this study, preliminary study is first steps to know the teaching and learning problems in writing recount text. The next step is planning, to solve the problems and preparing the action. The next step is doing the action research based on the planning and the preparation. In the implementation the researcher act as the practitioner and the observer is the teacher English. The main of the collaborative teacher was observing the activities done by researcher and the student participation in the teaching activity. In observing, the researcher used observation sheets, test and the field note.

B. Setting and subject of the study

 The study was conducted at  MTsN  Bandung Tulungagung. It is located on jalan Raya  Bandung Tulungagung. The subject  of this study were the VIII grade F class and consist 46 students in academic years 2011/2012. This school was as the setting of the study for the following consideration: first as it stated above that some of student got stuck to begin write something, they don’t know how to begin write.. Next, the English teacher seldom use  certain technique and media for teaching.
C. Procedure of study.

The study was conducted through the following stages: reconnaissance, planning, implementation, observation, reflection.
1. Reconnaissance
This stage was done to get information about the real condition of the class including the teacher technique used in process of teaching and learning, the students problems and their preformances in learning and also activities in writing recount. This activity was done on April 3th, 2012. After get result(see apendix 12) the researcher analised to get suitable teaching for students.
2. Planning 
After preliminary study is done, the researcher meets the teacher, and both discuss about the strategy to be implemented. Planning is significant procedure to do in CAR. Because with careful planning the researcher will be maximal in conducting CAR. The activities that the researcher uses in plan are:
a. Socializing Research Program
Before conducting the research, the researcher met head master of MTsN Bandung on March 23th, 2012, this meeting done by the researcher to give the  researcher later and asked permission  to do a research in him school. After meet head master the researcher met the English teacher to help researcher in conducted the research, we are collaborator.
On April 3th, 2012, the researcher visited to the school for second time. This meeting has purpose to know problem in learning English preposition, the researcher also  observe the teacher and students activities in process teaching and learning.
b. Providing Suitable Strategy
After preliminary observation and got the problems, the researcher tries to apply the new technique that by using Guiding Question Technique. By stimulus from the researcher, provide the students more active to organizing idea in write recount text. The steps of implementing this technique, the researcher helped by collaborator teacher.  
c. Designing Lesson Plan
  The lesson plan was arranged and develop based on the syllabus in the second semester of second year student of junior high school. The lesson plan was conducted as long as second meeting. The lesson plan consist of course identity, instructional objectives, indicators, teaching scenario, material, instructional material. 
d. Preparing the Criteria of Succes
The criteria of succes for teaching and for the students indicated in the form the writing post test given. Accordingly, the criteria of succes used in this study 2 aspects:
1) 70% of the students score of writing  test was at least 68.
2) The students were active during the teaching learning process.
3. Implementing

           In this study researcher implements the strategy by referring to activities in the class. This study in each cycle  was conducted in the two  meetings, first meetings, focused in the introducing recount text and language features. Second meetings, focused in the introducing writing skill in recount text by giving guiding questions before begins writing and  the next meeting, giving the test.
4. Observing
          Observing was the activity of recording and collecting the data about any aspect or event. That was happening in the teaching and learning activity in conducting an accurate observation the observing focused on the activity done by researcher and the students during the teaching and learning process. To collect the required data, some various instruments used were as follows:
1) Observations Sheets
The instruments were used to get information about the real activities proceeded in the classroom. Relating the technique carryout, the observations sheets were used to observe the researcher during the teaching and learning process in each cycle. Observation sheets concerned to the researcher as the actor in implementing the technique.
2) Field notes

The field notes were used to collect the data activity students during the teaching and learning process in every cycle, which were not included in the observation sheets. In the study, the activity of taking note and teaching was done by the researcher.
3) Test
The test is needed to know how increase students ability score in writing recount text after teaching with guiding question. The test given by researcher on Tuesday,  Mei 15th, 2012 for cycle I.  And on Thursday, Mei 31th, 2012 for cycle II.
4) Questionnaire
Questionnaire is needed to know how the problems in class happen and it’s distributed to the student at the beginning of research. Questionnaire concerned to the students and given on Thursday, April 12th, 2012.
5. Reflecting

On the basis of the result of data analysis, the research evaluate the model of paper work assessment procedure, the students paper work which consist of sample of the work and students response to this implementation of student paper work. In this sense, the researcher tried to critics the strength and weakness of these procedure in implementing strategy. This activity was done at the end of each cycle to evaluate whether or not effect of the action met the criteria of success. Meanwhile, the data taken from the result of the students  post test is analyzed past to know whether the criteria of success has been achieved or not hence, the formula used in findings the score is adapted from Jacobs et all ,1981.
