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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION
In this chapter the researcher present of background of study, formulation of the research problem, purpose of the research, significance of the study, definition of key terms, and organization of study.
A. Background of the Study

Language is one of the most important things in communication and it is used as a tool of communication among the nations in all over the world. As an international language, English is very important and has many interrelationships with various aspects of life owned by human being. In Indonesia, English considered as the first foreign language and taught formally from elementary school up to the university level. 
Guideline of School Based Curriculum Education Degree’s/KTSP (Depdiknas: 2006), which is applied by the government for all schools in Indonesia, leads the students to have real-life skills. Referring to the goal of teaching English stated in School Based Curriculum/KTSP for English subject, there are four skills to be mastered, they are listening, reading, speaking, and writing. 

According to the curriculum 2006, the goal of teaching learning at Junior High School is that the students must be able to develop communicative competence in written as well as in spoken to achieve functional literacy level. They are expected to be able to communicate both in spoken and written form to solve problems in their daily lives. According to this curiculum, recount text has to be learnt by second years students in second semester and students must able to create recount text based on the generic structure.
In English, there are four skills that should be mastered, they are: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. The writing skill became very important in the education field, students need to be exercised and trained in order to have a good writing skill.
In Indonesia, English is used as foreign language in our country. Although English is not used every day, but it has become more important and popular nowadays, because of it, the goverment has given a positive respon for it. Especially an ministry of education (Khotimah, 2008:2).
In fact, this objective is very hard to achieve. Most of the students’ skills are far away from their learning target. Writing is one of the four language skill that include listening, speaking, reading, and writing. It is an activity to combine words to form meaningful messages that the writer wants to express. Writing seems to be regarded as the most difficult skill among them, since the process, the writer has to pay his/her attention to a number of aspect such as content, grammatical function, vocabulary, organization, mechanic (Aminur, 2010:1).
Writing is also something crucial and indispensable for the students because if their writing skill is poor, they are very likely to fail in their study or at least, they will have difficulty in making progress. On the other hand, if they have a good ability in writing, they will have a better chance to succeed in their study. Bull  says that ‘language is system of communication in speech and writing use by people of a particular country (Bull, 2008: 247).
Many students could not express their idea smoothly in written form. Although they had been given a topic to write, they could not automatically start their writing assignment. In other words, although they have written several lines, they mostly find difficulties to continue their writing. In my observation on April 3th, 2012, the teachers in this school just teach by giving the students the material and as the result the students get stuck to begin to write something, they don’t know how to begin. The students got confused. Then, they stop their writing. This happens because they do not know certain technique that can guide them in developing and organize their ideas and put them in written form. 

Nowadays, many English teachers still concern on teaching writing theoretically. The students are not encouraged to apply the theories given by the teacher on the paper. They almost never get writing exercises. It makes the students always confused when they are asked to write. In this school, English teachers just teach by  giving students the material in teaching and the teachers seldom use technique in teaching writing. Consequently, the students of 8f class would easily get bored in writing class and thought that writing is boring and difficult activity to learn. The fact proves that writing is still difficult for the students besides other skills. 

One of alternative method to improve understanding in English course, especially in writing, the researcher  tries to apply Guiding Question  technique. The researcher choses recount text since, the student more easy to express their idea base on their experience. It will give many contribution for students to learn about identify text and can write recount text.  By using this technique the researcher believe that all of the students in the class will be more active in teaching and learning process and also it can increase their motivation and achievement in writing.
The use of various teaching techniques is necessary for motivating students to learn English, as well as for adjusting the material and avoiding the students’ boredom. By mastering a good technique, the teacher will be able to perform well in the teaching learning process and simultaneously will be able to achieve the target. 

Concerning the problems that the students faced when they tried to express their ideas into written form, a teacher should choose an appropriate technique in teaching recount text writing. One of the techniques which can be applied in teaching recount text writing is Guiding Questions technique. The researcher chose Guiding Questions as a technique to increase the students’ ability in writing recount text because it gives the opportunity for the students to develop their own idea freely by answering the questions given by the teacher.  The researcher believed that by giving them such questions as a guide, then, the students follow the questions while they are writing, they will express the idea in form of writing easily and their piece of writing will be better organized. 

Based on the descriptions above, the researcher used Guiding Questions technique to increase the students’ ability in writing recount text. The researcher interest to conduct research in MTsN Bandung Tulungagung, because this school have problem in English lesson. The researcher assumed that Guiding Questions technique would help the students arrange their ideas coherently. And the problems faced by the students when they do  not know what they are going to write, would be solved since the questions made before writing flow coherently from the beginning to the end of the writing. Therefore, the research is entitled “Increasing the Students’ Ability in Writing Recount Text through Guiding Questions Technique at the Second Year  Students of MTsN  Bandung Tulungagung in the Academic  Year 2011/2012”.
B.  Formulation of the Research Problem
In line with the background of the study the main problem of this study is formulated as follows: “How can Guiding Question can be used to Increase Second Year Students Recount Text Writing Ability at MTsN  Bandung  Tulungagung in the Academic Year 2011/2012 ?”
C. Purpose of the Research
Based on  the formulation of the problems, the purposes of study is to increase the students ability in writing by employing Guiding Questions technique at second year of the students at MTsN  Bandung  Tulungagung in the academic year 2011/2012.
D. Significance of the Study

The writer wises this teaching and learning strategy by using Guiding Questions can give contribution for:

The result of  this study can add new experience for the students in learning process especially in writing.

The result of study can give the additional information to conduct study in the same field.
E. Definition of Key Terms

Some words that are used in this study become key words. In order to have a better understanding and to avoid misinterpretation about the terms used in this study, they are:

1. Writing is an activity to express their ideas, opinion, and experience, feelings, thought for communication to other people by written words.
2. Recount text is one of the texts that recalls and reconstructs events, experiences and achievements from the past in a logical sequence.

3. Guiding Questions is a technique to help students to express their ideas by giving some related question based on the topic discussed before and the teacher must guided the students to avoid mistakes in their writing activity.
F. Organization of study
The organization of study are, chapter I consists of background of study, formulation of research problem, purposes of study, significance of study, definition of key term  and organization of the study. Chapter II deals with definition of writing, aspect of writing, writing assessment, definition recount text, guiding questions technique, teaching writing, teaching recount text writing through guiding question, previous study.
