4.3 Discussion
Discussion is talking or writing about something.
 In this research, it writes about the result of the data analysis. Based on the data analysis from the research shows that t count > t table (8,846 > 2,042) so that Ho saying that there is no a significant different scores on the students’ speaking when they are taught by using a series picture and when they are taught by using a single picture is rejected. Meanwhile Ha saying that there is a significant different score on the students’ speaking when they are taught by using a series picture is more effective than when they are taught by using a single picture is accepted.
From the hypothesis testing, it implies that there is a significant different score on the students’ speaking when they are taught by using a series picture and when they are taught by using a single picture. It can be concluded that the students get better scores in speaking when they are taught by using a series picture. By using a series pictures, the students speaking improve significantly, so teaching speaking by using a series picture is more effective than teaching speaking by using a single picture. 
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
